The course aims at enabling research students with skills, knowledge and understanding
of qualitative research traditions, methods and techniques, thereby developing research
capabilities in problematising research issues, conceptualising theoretical perspectives,
developing research design and analysing and interpreting qualitative data.

It covers all
humanist traditions of research practices in social science, humanities and education and
can be applied in variety of contexts and disciplines.

More particularly, this course explores various qualitative methods such as ethnography,
phenomenology, social constructionism, narrative, etc to equip the researchers to conduct
qualitative research. The discussion primarily concentrates on sorting out the issues of
qualitative research and resolving them. In this aspect, the course is designed to be
practice based, however, a critical perspective of mainstream philosophies, paradigms
and approaches of qualitative research is major concern of the course. Students are
expected to build a thorough research consensus integrating the theoretical and practical
aspect of qualitative research to understand, and explain the social issues.

More specifically, at the end of the course, the students will:

characteristics, rhetoric, logics and genre of qualitative research methods;
...reflect qualitative methods for designing a study;

...evaluate the techniques for qualitative ‘data analysis’;
