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Introduction
Our ancient religious texts are well known for tales that are vibrant, fascinating, 

enchanting, mysterious and morally oriented based on dharma which is considered 
synonymous with righteousness, goodness, and virtue and is an attribute of all that is true, all 
that is austere and pure, all that has divine beauty and virtue – satyam, shivam and sundaram.  

A.G Mitchell views Hinduism as an all-embracing word for which it is impossible 
to give a simple definition. (Mitchell, 2000, p. v) It is believed that the Aryans introduced 
this aspect, and since then it has been continuously modified in response to other religions 
(folk religion). The development of ideas and the needs of the local communities have led 
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to an amalgam of sects, cults and doctrines that have a great effect on our culture. (Mitchell, 
2000, p. v)  Despite the diversity, there are aspects such as the forms of the deities; and their 
tales of origin mentioned in the religious text particularly the Vedas, Epics and the Puranas.

It is difficult to pinpoint the exact writing date of these sacred books. There are a lot 
of debates about it. The majority of academics agree that P.V. Karne lived between 4000 and 
1000 B.C. is recognised as the Vedic Era.

Between 500 and 200 B.C.-------------- The Bhagawata Geeta Age.
300 B.C.–100 A.D.-------------  Kautaliya Arthasastra's Age.
200 B.C.–100 A.D.-------------  The Manusmriti Era
150 B.C.–100 A.D.-------------- The Patanjali Mahavasya Era.

Between 300 and 600 A.D.-------------- A few significant Puranic works, such as the 
Vishnu Purana, (Karne, 1964, p. 13)  

A shift in the theological notion and an expansion of the pantheon occurred during 
the Purana era. This developed as a result of syncretism and assimilation. Based on the 
aforementioned dating, the Markandeya Purana can be dated between 300 and 600 A.D. 
Within the category of Hindu sacred books, the Markandeya Purana (Sanskrit) is one of 
the eighteen main Mahapuranas. It is written as if it were a conversation between the Vyasa 
student Jaimini and the ancient sage Markandeya. ( www.puranamarkandeo.com). The first 
four questions in the book are those that Jaimini posed to Markandeya. Markandeva mentions 
the four knowledgeable birds who resided at Vindhyas. The four wise birds thus converse 
with Jaimini (Hazra, 1962, pp. 255-256). The stories of the 14 Manvantaras (the eras of the 
Manus) are told in Chapters 53–100. Of these, 13 chapters (chapters. 81–93) collectively 
constitute the Devi Mahatmya (Glorification of the Great Goddess), which is a part of this 
Purana. The Puranic dynasties' genealogy is covered in Chapter 111–137.answers to certain 
queries he had about the Mahabharata.

The Markandey Purana also discusses the fight between the Bak and Aadi birds, 
Balbhadriji's pilgrimage, and the tales of Dattatreya, Harishchandra, and Draupadi's five 
sons.  This Purana also discusses the proper way for a person to live his life. It discusses a 
range of obligations and tasks. It highlights the significance of rejecting material existence 
and following the road to salvation. Dharma and generosity have traditionally been valued 
more highly than worship, incantations, and pujas. This Purana also discusses the value 
of yoga in daily life. It elucidates the significance of mastering both physical and mental 
control. It states that to become closer to God, one must dedicate themselves to Omkar. The 
path to salvation is worshipping Lord Brahma and giving up all desires and needs. Various 
stories have been used to explain all of this.
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The Markandeya Puran also describes the disposition and nature of several saints 
and intellectuals. Avikshit, King Ritudwaj and Madalasa, their son Alark, Ikshvaku, Nal, 
Durgaji, and other people are discussed. The formation of the Earth, the birth of Lord 
Sun, the lineage of Saint Manu, and the tales of Mahatma Khanitra are also covered. The 
traditional story of Ritudwaj & Madalasa is covered in this article.  (Hazra, 1962, pp. 255–
257). The significance of Markandeya Puran the 137 chapters and nine thousand shlokas 
of the Markandeya Puran discuss a variety of significant events. Due to the involvement of 
Saint Markandeya, it is known as Markandeya Purana. Given that it primarily explains the 
beauty of Durga Saptashakti, this Puran is regarded as being of the Shakta sect.

Saint Markandeya discusses and provides a variety of obligations, responsibilities, 
and the proper way to live. This Markandeya Puran, explains how one might follow the road 
of redemption by denying all desires, cravings and needs and thereby attending salvation the 
ultimate goal of life.

The objective of this research is to 

a) Highlight the ancient classical tale from Markandeya Purana.( Ritudwaj and Madalsha)

b) To open a venue for further research on such tales.

The methodology used is exploratory based on the qualitative approach. This 
research is based on content study. (Library study).

What should I do to master physical and metaphysical 
matters? How can I serve my subjects in the best possible way?' Madalasa said- 'Looking 
after the welfare of the subjects religiously is the supreme duty of a king. He should always 
be alert against the activities of his enemies. With the help of spies, the king should keep a 
watch on the activities of his minister so that he could not make friends with the enemies. 
It is unwise for the king to trust everybody but under certain circumstances, he may trust 
even his enemies. A king must control his lust but at the same time, he should make efforts 
to increase the boundaries of his kingdom. Surrendering to sensual comfort is like death for 
a king. A king should appear as all-pervasive and omnipresent. Thus, ruling his subjects with 
total righteousness.'

When Alark asks his mother - 'Tell me about the duties of the different classes and 
stages of life.'  Madalasa says- 'Donation, Study and Yagya, these three are the religion of 
a Brahmin. Performing Yajnas for others, teaching and accepting donations are the three 
vocations of Brahmin. Donation, study and Yagya are also the religious duties of Kshatriyas. 
Protection of land and the use of weapons are vocations for Kshatriyas.

Religious duties of a Vaishya are also the same as that of the Brahmins such as 
donation, study and Yajna. For a living, Vaishya may take up animal rearing, agriculture 
and trade as a profession. Serving all these three above-mentioned castes as well as making 
donations and performing Yajna are the religious duties of a Shudra. Tilling the earth, serving 
Brahmins, feeding animals, and selling and purchasing items are professions of a Shudra. 
A person belonging to the Dwij class may relatively enjoy freedom until his sacred thread 
ceremony has not been performed. After the sacred thread ceremony, he should come to 
stay at the home of his teacher and observe celibacy strictly while studying the scriptures. 
There he is expected to serve the Guru sincerely. After completion of education, he should 
pay Dakshina to his Guru. He may get married and start the second stage of his life is 
Grihasthashram. He should then subsequently opt for Vanprastha and Sanyaas respectively.  

After the completion of education and paying all the dues, the disciple is ready to 
start the second stage of his life which is Grihasthashram. For this, he should first find a 
suitable girl from his caste and get married. Grihasthashram is considered as the best stage 
of life. It is in itself a complete Yajna. As a householder, he is expected to foster those 
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who are dependent on him. During this stage of his life, he should earn his livelihood by 
occupations ascribed to his caste. He should please the deities by performing Yajna, and 
please his ancestors by making oblations, please Prajapati by producing children, spectres by 
offering sacrifices of cereals and society by showering love. Even the ascetics and celibates 
depend on married people for their daily bread. Hence married life or Grihasthashram is 
stated to be superior among all the Ashrams When the children of the householder grow 
up and his body becomes senile, he should go to the forest after relinquishing the world. 
There, he should pass his time by indulging himself in austerities and religious activities. 
This stage is known as Vanprasthashram and is most necessary for the sanctification of 
his soul. This stage is followed by Sanyaas ashram- the stage, which requires complete 
renunciation, celibacy, control of senses and anger etc. The virtues like truthfulness, sanctity, 
non-violence, tolerance, forgiveness, kindness, generosity and contentment are the religious 
merits applicable to all the Ashrams equally. A king must first of all abide by the duties as 
prescribed for different Ashrams in his life and only then he has the right to punish those 
people who violate these dictates. Thus, the objective has been fulfilled, it has opened a 
venue for further research for other researchers.

It can be concluded that the classic tale is not only a love story but provides a picture 
of the fantasy world and presents us with policies and duties associated with the King and his 
subjects. It provides insights into the ashram system and the duties of those who belonged to 
a particular caste. This tale is a perfect tale that is vibrant, fascinating, enchanting, mysterious 
and morally oriented based on the Dharma from the Markandeya Purana.

But, through the tourist and tourism 
perspectives this Jatra is still not adequately exposed. Hence it is necessary to recognize 
Mahalaxmi Jatra as a prominent tourism product of Lubhu. How it is celebrated? what its 
celebrating processes, processions, rites and rituals, customs and customary laws? how far 
it is considered as an important source for alluring tourists and what are the major problems 
and challenges that hindering over the promotion to it as a tourism product? are the major 
questions and research gaps which have been answered and addressed through this paper. 
Likewise, to explore the different aspects embedded with Mahalaxmi Jatra of Lubhu and 
to examine Mahalaxmi Jatra of Lubhu as an amazing cultural tourism product are the key 
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objectives of the paper. In this paper both primary and secondary data and qualitative 
approach have been used and it is based on analytical and descriptive research design.

Introduction
Lubhu is a place that is part of Mahalaxmi Municipality located in word no. 8 of 

Lalitpur district in Bagamati province of Nepal. It is a sub-urban Newar habitation situated 
about fifteen kilometers south east of Kathmandu and slightly northeast of Lalitpur. There is 
a culturally most important temple of Mahalaxmi, goddess peace and prosperity due to it’s 
the municipality was also named Mahalaxmi.

Lubhu was identified as the different names through the ages. During Lichchhavi 
period it was known as the name paschimakograma including with Hansagrihadranga. In 
medieval period it was identified from the different names such as Lamhmu, Lahanu, Lumha, 
and Lumhu (Shakya, 2054, p. 77). Sometimes it was also addressed by the name Suvarnapur 
during the medieval (Vajracharya, 2056, p. 112). Today, it is known by the name Lubhu is a 
corrupted form of Lumhu which was used in medieval period.

The temple of Goddess Mahalaxmi is one of the important heritage sites of Lubhu. 
As per the descriptions of Bhasha Vamsavali the Mahalaxmi of Bode, Bhaktapur; Mahalaxmi 
of Lagan tol, Patan; Mahalaxmi of Khokan, Lalitpur and the Mahalaxmi of Lubhu, Lalitpur  
are the most famous and powerful goddesses of Kathmandu Valley (Shrestha, 2064, p. 39). 
Likewise,  Mahalaxmi Jatra, Nepal Sambat, Buddha Jayanti, Dashain, Tihar, Yomahri 
Punhi, Gobrateswor Mahadev jatra, Gaijatra, Krishna Janmasthami, Naag Panchami, 
Gathemangal, Ram Nawami, Chaite Dashain, Holi, Shivaratri, Shree Panchami, Pishach 
Chaturdashi, Byaja Chaturdashi etc. are the major festivals and jatras the people of Lubhu 
celebrate them in different seasons each and every year. Among them, through religious 
and tangible and intangible cultural perspectives the temple of Mahalaxmi and the jatra of 
goddess in Lubhu are known as one of the important heritage of Nepal.

The warm and cozy town of Lubhu carries numerous exciting folklores. Goddess 
Mahalaxmi and her tales is what lie in the hearts of all the locals here. The temple holds a 
special place in the lifestyle of Lubhu. There is also a tall white template of the Gobhrareshwar 
Mahadev built in the same style as that of the Krishna Mandir of Patan durbar square that 
makes for an interesting piece of structure to study as well as revere.

The people of Lubhu have their own unique Jatras and festivals, the most famous 
being the Mahalaxmi Jatra observed in the month of Baishakh (April-May). It takes more than 
one week in which different types of activities can be observed. Therefore, it is an amazing 
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and wonderful festival of Lubhu. During the Jatra, the whole of the Newar community 
of Lubhu gets out of their daily monotonies to celebrate in a truly carefree fashion. It is 
not only an event related with the jatra of goddess Mahalaxmi, the golden masks of other 
gods and goddesses such as Mahabhairav, Ganesh, Aakash Bhjairav, Kumari, and Kumar 
also carry on the chariots during the jatra. Due to its sometime the festival is also named 
as Mahalaxmi Mahabhairav Jatra of Lubhu. Hence, from the tourist and tourism point of 
views, the procession of jatra of goddess Mahalaxi is to be taken as one of the important 
source of alluring to the tourists and festival tourism product of Lubhu as well. 

Problems of the Study
There are several studies concerning festivals and Jatras but specific studies on the 

Mahalaxmi Jatra of Lubhu as an amazing tourism product of Lalitpur, has still not been 
conducted so far. In the dearth of proper studies and researches, several aspects of tourism 
product of this festival still remain unexplored. Obviously, the problems concerning this 
subject always inspire the scholars to find out the facts. Consequently, the glitches entrenched 
with this festival; instigate the researchers to prepare this research paper with the following 
research questions such as what is Mahalaxmi Jatra of Lubhu? how it is celebrated? why 
Mahalaxmi Jatra of Lubhu is known as an amazing cultural tourism product of the site? 

Objectives of the Study
On the one side to trace out the historicity and identifying Lubhu as an important 

cultural heritage site is the general objective of this study. On the other to explore the different 
aspects embedded with Mahalaxmi Jatra of Lubhu and to examine Mahalaxmi Jatra as an 
amazing cultural tourism product are the key objectives of the paper. 

Review of Literature
The theoretical foundation is an important tool for any type of research work 

because it will be the lens through which a researcher evaluates the research problem and 
research questions as well. Reviewing the literature is only one approach of constructing 
solid theoretical foundation, thus in social science research it adopts as one of the major 
components which helps to determine what theories might be used to explore the questions 
in a scientific study. On the basis of above mentioned doctrine the following literatures have 
been reviewed in this paper.

of Kathmandu Valley)  have been reviewed for generating empirical knowledge and finding 
the research gaps as well. 

Methodology
This study deals with religious belief, deities, worship system, festivals and 

processes and steps of Jatras, customs and customary laws as well, therefore, it is based 
on qualitative approach. Both primary and secondary data have been used. Field work is 
the main source for primary data. By using observational and interview methods the first 
hand data have been collected. Researchers adopted participant observation approach on the 
particular events of Mahalaxmi Jatra which helps to collect detail information. Similarly, 
for collecting primary data, structured interviews were taken with the key informants. The 
essential secondary information were collected through conducting literature review of 
published and unpublished different sources such as journals, books, reports and electronic 
versions. 

Conceptual Framework
During the study researchers have applied theoretical and empirical approaches 

in accordance with the requirements of issues for generating theoretical and practical 
knowledge. Along with the sketching historicity of festival and jatra in the world and Nepal 
this paper helps to explore the Mahalaxmi Jatra as an amazing tourism product and different 
issues associated with the jatra. Hence, for addressing the above mentioned research gaps, 
problems and fulfilling the determine objectives the following conceptual framework has 
been adopted.
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As per the key words, problems, objectives and figure mentioned above, involving 
clans and communities, using means and materials, processes and procession, rites and 
rituals, customs and customary law, sources of attraction as festival tourism product, 
problems associated with safeguarding the heritage and promotion of tourism and solution 
measures have been discussed  in this paper. 

Findings and Discussion
During the field survey, researchers have applied observation and an interview 

method for gathering primary data. What is Mahalaxmi Jatra?  How and when is it celebrated? 
Why the people of Lubhu celebrate it? what are its performing rites and rituals, customs and 
customary law? how far it is considered as an amazing cultural tourism product of Lubhu, 
Lalitpur?  what are the major problems associated with safeguarding it and promotion 
of tourism and which steps should be taken for solution measures? These are the major 
questions which have been asked to the local people during the field work. Similarly, the 
process, rites and rituals and participation of local and tourists have been observed during 
the field survey.
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Finally, the findings and discussions have been presented through the following sub-
headings such as an over view of Mahalaxmi Jatra, history and practices, involving clans 
and communities, using means and materials, processes and procession, rites and rituals, 
customs and customary law, sources of attraction as festival tourism product, problems 
associated with safeguarding the heritage and promotion of tourism and solution measures

An Over View of Mahalaxmi Jatra

Locals believe that Goddess Mahalaxmi arrived in Lubhu making her way from 
Gundu, Sisnery, and Devisthan. When Shringi Rishi was meditating in Sisnery Cave, 
Mahalaxmi and Bhairav were embodied in Gundu. After meditation and numerous rituals, 
they were established at Devisthan a temple further up in Lubhu. Devisthan is believed to 
be the maternal home of Mahalaxmi. The idol of Mahalaxmi remains inside the Mahalaxmi 
temple; however, during Jatra it is placed in a chariot and taken to Devisthan (https://
thesaarang.com).

It is believed that goddess Mahalaksmi helps to bring auspices of peace, prosperity 
and fulfilling their all desires to an individual, in families and communities as well. There is 
a temple’s of goddess Mahalaksmi in the core of Lubhu. According to stone inscriptions the 
history of this shrine can trace till to the Malla periods. The temple goddess Mahalaksmi is 
known as an important religious architecture of Lubhu. There are altogether five layers of 
gold-plated masks of the above mentioned deities enshrined in the template. As soon as the 
existing one gets even a slight damage, the figurines are covered by yet another layer of the 
masks made of precious metals and plated by gold.

The temple exists as one of the nine heavenly powers in Kathmandu Valley. The 
copper inscription found inside the temple takes us back to Nepal Sambat 847. The stone 
inscription dates the history of Mahalaxmi temple back to Malla dynasty. Even though the 
wave of urbanization is seen to hit the old town, it still has managed to conserve the warm feel 
of the countryside. During harvest months, the grains are scattered on the roads adding to the 
vibrant vibe of this culturally rich town. The people of Lubhu make sure not to harvest any 
crop when the idol of Mahalaxmi is not inside the Mahalaxmi temple. It is believed that if 
any resident harvests crops at the time then all the crops would get damaged.

It is believed that in ancient times, many people there were seen to have a common 
condition of swelling in the neck. Although there is no scientific explanation, the people there 
say that it was because the Mahalaxmi was established above Gobhrateshwar Mahadev. 
Therefore, after conducting different rituals, the Mahalaxmi temple was relocated in the 
gateway of Lubhu.
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History and Practices

Lubhu is located in Lalitpur district which is one of the oldest human settlement 
sites among the several places of Kathmandu Valley, where different types of festivals and 
Jatra have been practiced from the very earlier (Shrestha, 2014, p. 31). Neolithic stone 
tools have been discovered from Lubhu (Sharma, 1983, p. 1). Therefore, the history of 
human settlement in Lubhu can be traced till to the prehistoric period. It is historically and 
culturally important place during the medieval period. There absentees of inscriptional 
records which deals properly to the Lubhu before medieval period (Dhaubanjar, 2079, p. 
204). An inscription of King Narendra Dev of Anatalingeswor close to Lubhu mentions 
Hansagrihadranga paschimakogramasahitasya which means Hansagriha town including 
the village of western part (Vajracharya, 2030, pp. 485-489). This evidence suggests that 
during the Lichchhavi period Lubhu was developed as a human settlement knowing with a 
part of Hansagriha town. Likewise, there find another inscription of Abhaya Malla of early 
medieval period from Motitar (Vajracharya & Malla, 1985, p. 25 &35). It is nearest village 
of Lubhu. This historical record also helps to trace out the historicity of Lubhu back to early 
medieval period.

During the late medieval period it was a fortified city belonged to Lalitpur kingdom. 
At that time there were strong entrance gateways on the four side of the city. The Chwaya 
(upper gate) was in the east, Kwanaya (lower gate was in the west, Macha (not open) was 
in the north and nasal gate was in the south (Dhaubanjar, 2079, p. 206). Now days they are 
not observe in structures. Only ruins of the eastern gateway can be seen other are completely 
demolished and disappeared.

There are interesting folklores explaining about the name of Lubhu. Lubhu got its 
name in Newari word means Golden Plate. Mainly, there are four legends which reveal the 
causes of its identity as the name of Lubhu. The first one tells that once upon a medieval 
period, while the king of Lalitpur was came into here, he saw beautiful scene of mustered 
flowers that made him quite happiness and immediately expressed ‘Lumbhukhani’ means 
golden plant. Then, local people started to address the site as the name Lubhu (Dhaubanjar, 
2079, p. 205).

The second legend emphasizes that during the medieval period this settlement 
site was affected by an epidemic. For the protection from the epidemic the queen Ganga 
Maharani sold her Lubhu (Lu means gold and Bhu means plate) i.e. gold plate to generate 
funds and protect to the citizens of the city. Thereafter, local people started to identify it as 
the name of Lubhu (Shrestha, 2014, p. 31).

As per the third legend it is believed that there was a homosexual resident who 
worshipped Mahalaksmi and Gobhrateshwar Mahadev to resolve his confused sexual 
orientation. After three years of devoted worship, the Gods were finally happy and granted 
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the worshipper the body of a complete man. Knowing no bounds for his happiness upon this, 
the devotee is said to have offered both the deities’ plates made of gold, and hence named the 
place “Lunbhu”, meaning the same. 

According to the forth legend mentioned by local people, during the period of 
epidemic sorrow God Bhairav himself laid under golden umbrella to protect  the people 
from disease. Then after, gradually the place was called ‘Subarna Chhatrapur’ but was 
called ‘Lubhu’, which means the same in Newari.

Mahalaksmi Jatra in Lubhu is conducted during the month of Baishakh. The Khat 
Jatra started on Achhya Tritiya along with the Rato Machhendranath Jatra. The Khat Jatra 
is observed on Panchami. More or less ten days long this festival is celebrated with feast and 
entertainment in the company of friends, family and relatives. It is believed that one out of 
four wheels of the chariot of Rato Machhendranath is regarded as the representative of the 
Bhiarav of Lubhu. So, along with the starting of Machhendranath Jatra in Jawlakhel, Khat 
Jatra also begins here in Lubhu (https://thuprai.com). It is believed that Ganga Maharani 
Queen of Malla regime in 650 Nepal Sambat started the jatra. According to an ancient myth, 
Lubhu was affected by an epidemic. Ganga Maharani sold her Lubhu (Lu means gold and 
Bhu means plate) i.e. gold plate to protect the city from the epidemic and started the jatra 
(https://thehimalayantimes.com).

Involving Groups and Communities

Newar are the main dwellers of the core of Lubhu. About 730 acres of land of the 
core settlement areas of the Lubhu is populated by the same ethnic community. They are 
mainly belonged to Shresthas, Maharjans, Rajthala and Gubhaju sub-caste in the main town 
area. While Brahmin and Chhetri also found little in numbers in the outskirts of the town. 
Mahalaxmi Jatra is a Hindu festival where majorities of Hindu Newar take part whereas; 
Buddhist Newars also participate during the celebration of festival. This is the time of the 
year when the whole of the Newar community of Lubhu gets out of their daily monotonies 
to celebrate in a truly carefree fashion.

As the roles and responsibilities Thakali a leader and an eldest member of guthi, 
Kanafatta Yogi, a saint does have cutting the ears of Nath Sect of Pasupatinath of Deopatan, 
peoples of Maharjan sub-caste of Jyapu group, a Lama priest for performing puja with 
tantrik rituals, and musician with their musical instruments for presenting music on the 
streets are seemed very important personal during the celebration of this jatra.

The idol placed inside Mahalaxmi temple is taken out by Thakali head of Mahalaxmi 
temple an eldest member of guthi and placed in the chariot for the Jatra to begin. One set 
of chariot filled with gold plated masks of deities carries idols of Ganesh, Mahalaxmi and 
Kumar while the other set carries Mahabhairav and Kumari (https://thesaarang.com). 
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Using Means and Materials 

On the basis of traditions, cultural norms and values, rites and rituals, customs and 
customary laws there needed several things, means and materials for celebrating every 
festivals, jatras and religious ceremonies. Different types of flowers and fruits, flowers 
and plants leaves, incents, oil lamps, nectars, white and coloring rice etc. are more or less 
common things, which are needed in every religious ceremonies. Some things, means and 
materials are taken as the specific objects for especial one. 

As per the same doctrine during the Jatra of Mahalaxmi gold plated masks of 
deities of the Mahabhairav, Ganesh, Mahalaxmi, Aakash Bhjairav, Kumari, and Kumar, 
two khatas i.e. chariots, nols i.e. polls use for carrying khata, syabaji a kind of food, 
seven Thakalis and their seven sons, different types of dresses and ornaments of gods and 
goddesses, musical instruments especially Newari baja such as Dhimaya, Dha, Khin, Daha, 
Dam Khin, Mag Khin, Bhushya, chushya, Ta, Tai-nai, Piwach, Sarangi, Guitar, Sitar, Violin, 
Basuri, Murali etc. and panche baja a set of five types of musical instruments (Narsinga, 
Sanahi, Jhyali, Damaha and Temko), rice, koncha a pot of alcohol which represent the god 
Bhairav,  Bhomdhyo a deity made by paper, Jadhyo a deity made by rice, alcohol, male goat 
for sacrifice, garland of intestine of  sacrificed goat, different species of flowers and fruits, 
flowers and plants leaves, incents, oil lamps, nectars, white and coloring rice etc.  are the 
most needed things as the basic means and materials. 

Processes and Procession 

Khat Jatra, the main day of Mahalaxmi Maha Bhairav Jatra, was observed in Lubhu 
of Lalitpur. The jatra is celebrated with much fanfare in Lubhu. Idols of deities Mahalaxmi, 
Maha Bhairav, Aakash Bhjairav, Kumari, Kumar were kept in the khaast (palanquin) and 
taken around the Lubhu area. The Khatjatra started on Achhya Tritiya along with the Rato 
Machhendranath Jatra. The Khat Jatra is observed on panchami (https://thehimalayantimes.
com).

The gold-plated masks of different deities are kept in the two chariots inside the temple 
of Mahalaksmi. Among the two, one of the chariots is used to carry a set of Mahalaksmi, 
Ganesh and Kumar statuettes, whereas the other carries another set of Mahabhairav, Ganesh 
and Kumari. The chariot is then hoisted by drunken revelers to make a complete tour of all 
the houses in the locality followed an elaborate Bhoj (feast), which is an essential part of the 
merrymaking.

In fact, there is another shrine further up the location of the main Mahalaksmi Temple 
that houses the mother of Goddess Mahalaksmi. The chariot is taken around the town and to 
Devisthan which is the Mahalaxmi’s mother’s temple so that the mother- daughter meeting 
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can take place which also marks the climax of the Jatra. So, when you’re here don’t miss out 
on Gobhrateshwar Mahadev temple and Devisthan nearby (https://thesaarang.com).

Formally, Mahalaxmi jatra starts from  the day Achhaya Tritiya and came to an 
end in the Ekadashi altogether which takes nine days for reaching its concluding remark. 
Therefore, the whole celebration processes and processions can be classified into the 
preparation stage, first day, second day, third day, fourth day, fifth day, sixth day, seventh day, 
eighth day and ninth day in which different rites and rituals perform in different places where 
the procession arrive. In those days the procession circumambulated all the villages such 
as Debanani, Aakhya, Ganchhe, Tagontu, Takhanchhe, Bakunani, Bhagawatilachhi, Dasi, 
Nasal, Duneganchhe, Ghasi, Nhuchhefal, Dabunchhe, Nyatha, Taleju, and Gobhrateswor 
toles of the core of Lubhu. The details of performing rites and rituals and customs and 
customary law associated with the jatra given separately in below.

Rites and Rituals 

Overall, Mahalaxmi jatra is nine days long festival celebrated in Lubhu. Therefore, 
the whole rites and rituals and activities carried out in the days associated with this jatra are 
analytically discussed on the basis of celebration days as following.  

Preparation stage: For the proper preparation of jatra Thakalis, members of Guthi, 
local people and concerned authorities started to conduct managerial tasks from the days 
before. In this process the day before Achhaya Tritiya seven Thakalis have conducted all the 
works related with cleanness of the temple and all the areas covered by the procession. After 
completely Chhaulabhu i.e. locally called managing tasks the seven Thakalis and their seven 
sons celebrate samayabajee bhoj a kind of feast and seat over night without sleep there in the 
temple of goddess Mahalaxmi. Meanwhile, they decorated the deities by their dresses and 
ornaments. These entire tasks have been conducted within the preparation stage.  

First day: It is occurred on the Achhaya Tritiya tithi of lunar calendar. After 
completing full phase preparation formally the Jatra started to procession of the Baishakha 
Sukla which is locally called Bachhalathwa. During the day, Thakalis performs Chhyama 
Puja i.e. apologies worship to the all gods and goddesses with chanting religious hymns 
in the main sanctums of the deities such as Mahabhairav, Ganesh, Mahalaxmi, Aakash 
Bhjairav, Kumari, and Kumar and carry on chronological order and bring out into the ground 
floor. Thereafter, finally the Jatra of goddess Mahalaxmi of Lubhu came to an end. The first 
day of the Jatra only remains the surrounding areas of the temple of goddess Mahalaxmi. 

Second day: The second day of jatra is occurred on the fourth day of Baishakha 
Sukla i.e. chauthi tithi of Lunar Calendar. Early in the morning firstly daily worshiping of the 
deities on the Khatas i.e. chariots has been performed by the Thakalis and other devotees. 
Than the Khatas have carried on the shoulder of the people of Maharjan sub-caste of Newar 
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community and taken to way forward toward the Dhyokha or Dhyochha with traditional 
musical bands.

Dhyochha is the oldest site of goddess Mahalaxmi which is known as the maternal 
home where the special worship with sacrificed male goat to the god Mahabhairav has been 
paid by the chief Thakali (Shrestha, 2064, p. 40). Thereafter, the procession started to move 
into the different tolls i.e. villages in the core of Lubhu and finally reached into the courtyard 
of Gobhrateswor Mahadev where Khatas are kept in front of the temple of Akash Bhairav. 
Over night the Khatas are remaining there and offering special worship with Jadhyo i.e. a 
rounded piece made of six mana (a measuring tool) rice is known as the symbol of Akash 
Bhairav which is prepared by members of Guthi in the house of chief of Thakali. Meanwhile, 
seven Thakalis bring out the Jadhyo into the shrine of Akash Bhairav and paid special sacred 
worship with sacrifice of a male goat and offered a garland of intestine of sacrifice goat by 
the priest and Thakaili as well (Shrestha, 2064, p. 40).

After completing afore mentioned rites and rituals chariots have been carried over 
on the shoulder of eight people of Maharjan sub-caste of Newar community on the rotating 
manner. It is believed that the chariots cannot keep on the ground during the Jatra period 
and nobody can touch the deities, chariots and the eight carriers themselves (Shrestha, 2064, 
pp. 40-41).

Third day: It is occurred on the fifth day of Baishakha Sukla i.e. panchami tithi 
of Lunar Calendar. Third day of the Jatra started early in the morning with the worshiping 
of the deities on the Khatas i.e. chariots which has been performed by the Thakalis and 
other devotees. There after the Jatra of Mahalaxmi, Mahabhairav and Akash Bhairav begin. 
During the procession the Khat of Akash Bhairav keeps in the front and followed by the 
chariots of goddess Mahakali and Mahabhairv respectively. After revolving all the toles 
i.e. villages of the core, finally third day of the procession came into an end reaching on the 
courtyard of Gobhrateswor Mahadev.

Fourth day: The fourth day of jatra is felled on the sixth day of Baishakha Sukla 
i.e. Shsthi tithi of Lunar Calendar. Early in the morning Thakalis and other devotees offer 
worship to the deities on the Khatas i.e. chariots. In the fourth day procession the Khata of 
Bhumdhyo i.e. Akash Bhairav does not keep along with the others chariots which left there 
on the courtyard of Gobhrateswor Mahadev. Only the Khatas of goddess Mahalaxmi and 
Mahabhairav move into procession and covering all the toles of the core, the procession 
return back into the same place where the Jatra begun. Then again all the Thakalis pay 
special puja and carry the Khatas way forward toward the Tagotun tole where they offer Ya 
puja and celebrate a great feast.  
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Fifth day: The fifth day of jatra is occurred on the seventh day of Baishakha Sukla 
i.e. Saptami tithi of Lunar Calendar. It starts early in the morning with daily puja to the 
deities on the Khatas i.e. chariots which has been offered by Thakalis and other devotees. In 
this day the procession does not occur only public gathering, feast have also been conducted.  
Firstly, Thakalis perform special worship with playing panche baja and after concluding 
it all the guthi members and the people associated with the temple of goddess gather for a 
common and great feast.  

Sixth day: It is occurred on the eighth day of Baishakha Sukla i.e. astami tithi of 
Lunar Calendar. Sixth day of the Jatra started early in the morning with the worshiping 
of the deities on the Khatas i.e. chariots which has been performed by the Thakalis. There 
after other devotees can get opportunities to pay obligation and worship to the deities. The 
process of obligation most be completed within 12 PM sharp. After completing it, a special 
worship with playing panche baja and a male goat has been sacrificed by the Bhansari 
(head of the representative of local government) on the behalf of local government. Then, in 
the evening, the Khatas of the deities carry into the Ganesh temple slightly eastern part of 
goddess Mahalaxmi. 

Seventh day: The seventh day is occurred on the ninth day of Baishakha Sukla 
i.e. nahami tithi of Lunar Calendar. It is seventh day of the Jatra which starts early in the 
morning with paying worship to the deities on the Khatas i.e. chariots. It is offered by the 
every Thakali families. After completing obligation and worship seven Thakalis take part 
a feast called syami. In this day the Khatas of the deities bring out the close of goddess 
Mahalaxmi. 

Eighth day: It is occurred on the tenth day of Baishakha Sukla i.e. dashami tithi of 
Lunar Calendar. As per the other days, eighth day of the Jatra started early in the morning 
with the worshiping of the deities on the Khatas i.e. chariots which has been performed 
by the Thakalis and other devotees. There after Bhaumdhhyo (god Akash Bhairav) carries 
toward the Dhyochhen  village and after participation for chipanthi a kind of feast all the 
participants return back into their homes. 

Ninth day: The ninth day is occurred on the eleventh day of Baishakha Sukla i.e. 
ekadasi tithi of Lunar Calendar. It is a final and concluding day of jatra starts early in the 
morning with paying worship to the deities on the Khatas i.e. chariots by the Thakali and 
other devotees. In this day a special sacrifice of male goat has been offered with playing 
different musical instruments, religious hymns, songs and slogans to the Ganga Maharani in 
the maternal home of goddess Mahalaxmi. There is compulsion to present all the Thakalis, 
Bhansari (head of the representative of local government), prestigious persons of the village, 
and Lama a tantric priest during this special occasion. Meanwhile, Lama a tantric priest 
performs Chhyama Puja i.e. apologies worship to the all gods and goddesses with chanting 
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religious hymns. Thereafter, finally the Jatra of goddess Mahalaxmi of Lubhu came to an 
end. 

Concluding Activities: after completing all the procession, rites and rituals of the 
Jatra, reestablishing process of goddess Mahalaxmi and other deities in their original places 
i.e. main sanctums of the shrines have been conducted by the Thakalis Nanki i.e. wives 
of seven Thakalis with making herself purification. In this process, firstly, they establish 
vassal and oil lamps in the main sanctums, secondly seven Thakalis bring out all the deities 
in the original places, thirdly all the deities take holy bath and daily puja and finally after 
participating same bhoj a kind of feast the Jatra and concluding activities came into an end. 

Customs and Customary Law 

Customs and customary law is differentiates between each other one of the important 
aspects of identity of any indigenous ethnic groups. it helps to control, manage, guide and 
regulate a member, family and community within their norms, values, privilege traditions 
and discipline of that particular ethnic group. Customs are the organizations, which perform 
their responsibility as an institution in the community. Generally, every ethnic community 
has their own special organization. They do different task in their community according to 
the norms and requirements of the society. These types of organizations which are founded 
in accordance with the provision of customary law are called indigenous institutions of the 
community (ILO, 2009, P. 81). 

Traditional or indigenous institutions are being established by the communities for 
the fulfillment of the objectives of the members of that particular society. It is a working 
system which is governed by the available laws, rules and regulations of the communities. 
As per the system there is provision of custom and customary laws in Newar community. 
Guthi and Thakali systems have been playing different types of roles in Newar society from 
the days of early. The Newar society has from very early times included miscellaneous 
associations of people formed for various special purposes called Guthi. The word derived 
from the Sanskrit term gosthi (Levy, 1992, p. 144). The Thakali is the head of the clan. He is 
the oldest member of it. By virtue of his age he possessed adequate knowledge of men and 
things, which concerned the entire clan. His opinions were sought on all matters affecting the 
clan particular religious observances and caste practices (Regmi, 1966, p. 733).

As per the views of the local people the Newar of Lubhu is also associated with the 
Guthi and Thakali, the leader of the clan. There were several Guthis in previous days. But 
now gradually the numbers of Guthis are reducing due to the negligence of local people. Now 
days, Guthis such as Sona Guthi, Sei Guthi, Dauwali Guthi and other some are functioning 
as the customs and customary laws of Newar community in Lubhu. More or less as the same 
doctrine Khat Jatra of goddess Mahalaxmi is totally depended on Guthi and Thakali and 
guided by the some certain customary laws which as follows:
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•	 Before beginning of the procession firstly Thakalis have paid worship to the deities and 
followed by the Kanafatta Yogi a saint cutting ears of Nath Sect of Pashupati Deopatan 
with especial Tantric worship.

•	 Finally, after paying worship with sacrifice of male goat to the Koncha a pot full of 
alcohol as a symbol of ferocious god Bhairav on the courtyard by the Thakalis and the 
Kanafatta Yogi, the jatra formally inaugurated.

•	 Every year from Achhaya Tritiya to Ekadashi this festival is celebrated with keeping the 
deities on the Khatas i.e. in the chariots.

•	 During the period of jatra there is strictly prohibited to the members of Guthi for getting 
outside from the city. 

•	 During the period of jatra there is strictly prohibited to Thakali males and females for 
having foods and other corns. They remain pure, thus, they eat only milk and fruits.

•	 During the jatra period Thakalis are remain pure they never impure while their relatives 
passing way. 

•	 If there occur a death casualty in village, the Khatas of the deities most be covered by 
the pure white clothes and after completing funeral procession the cloths bring out from 
the Khotas and jatra again restart. 

•	 The day before Achhaya Tritiya after finishing the management of jatra, seven Thakalis 
take Syamabaji a kind of Newari food item and seat over night without sleep.

•	 During the time when the seven Thakalis carry the masks of goddess and gods no body 
allow to touch them. They most remain pure without touching by others.

•	 While the deities bring out from the main sanctums, naturally the sanctums become 
deity less which cannot see, thus, there is strictly prohibited to see the open sanctums.

•	 There is a strong believed that while the jatra of Ratomachhendra nath came to an end, 
the Jatra of Mahalaxmi remains become incomplete.

•	 There was a prohibited for the skin and skin product goods and materials for the entrance 
within the town during the jatra period, but now days this custom came to an end and 
not seen in practices. 
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Sources of Attraction as Festival Tourism Product 

Jatra is a kind of event performed, when the idol is decorated and carried about gala 
religious procession for a variety of reasons-to honor him, give him a pleasurable outing, 
present him to other gods and goddesses, take him for his annual bathing ceremony or simply 
to allow him, the opportunity of watching some festival or ceremony with the celebrating 
populace (Anderson, 1988, p. 26). In this context Dulal (2022, pp. 9-10) writes that:

However, a festival is an event ordinarily celebrated by a community, centering on 
some characteristic aspect of that community and its religions and cultures. It is often 
marked as a local or national holiday. Festivals and Jatras are religious and cultural 
ceremonies which are celebrated for recalling of special events, keep patience to the 
gods and goddesses, protection of man and animals, and for the betterment of agro-
farming. As cultural events, festivals are significant because they attract tourists. 
Festivals are important tourist assets of a given area; they are also tourist products 
sustaining the tourists’ needs. Tourist movement, in which the motivation to travel 
is the willingness to attend festivals is referred to as festival tourism. 

Most research in the Western world that focuses on festivals explains them as 
cultural events reinvented by communities to fulfill their desire and recreational needs, 
for construction of their identities, and for socioeconomic development (Derrett, 2003; in 
Shinde, 2010). The nature of festivals in two different contexts also leads to a difference 
in their academic studies: homothetic approach is common in the west, while idiosyncratic 
approaches the studies of non-Western festivals; that is researchers in the West often are 
interested in spotting features that are widely observable across a range of festivals while 
in the East festivals are studies for their intrinsic importance (Walmsely, 2008; in Shinde, 
2010). In the context of event tourism research Page & Connel (2014, p. 38) state that:

Event tourism as a separate discourse takes an instrumentalist approach in which the 
dominant themes are the production and marketing of festivals for tourism and other 
forms of development with a heavy methodological emphasis on marketing and 
economic impact assessment. The roles of events in tourism include attracting tourist 
(to specific places, and to overcome seasonality), contributing to place marketing 
(including image formation and destination branding), amazing attractions and 
places, and acting as catalysts for other forms of development. Dominating this 
discourse has been the assessment of economic impacts of events and event tourism, 
planning and marketing event tourism at the destination level, and studies of event-
tourism motivation and various segmentation approaches. The study of negative 
impacts of events and event tourism is a more recent line of research.

Festivals, Jatras and Mela as the heritages of the nation can establish a separate 
identity of the countries in the world. Every year in certain auspicious day and time with 
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certain mottos people venerated to the gods and goddesses they can observe different festivals 
and Jatras or fair. The term festival has been used for hundreds of years that can be used to 
a multitude of events. The Policy Studies Institute (PSI, 1992, p. 1; in Bowdin, Glen, Allen, 
O’ Toole, Harris & Macdonnel, 2011, p. 19) note that a festival is traditionally a time of 
celebration, relaxation and recuperation which is often followed by a period of hard physical 
labour, sowing or harvesting of crops. The essential feature of festival is the celebration of 
reaffirmation community or culture. The artistic content of such event varies and many have 
a religious or ritualistic aspect, but music, dance and drama are the important features of any 
celebration. In this regards Smith (2003, p. 140) mentions that: 

Festivals celebrated in a particular location from small villages to large towns aims 
to bring people together to celebrate their local area. Today, although many festivals 
aim to cater primary for the local community, they succeed nevertheless in attracting 
tourists, and around 56 percent of all festivals are created with a tourist audience in 
mind. Festivals have a higher concentration of visitors in areas of the country that 
are already established as tourist destinations, and the majority of festival organizers 
therefore design the program content with the attraction of tourists in mind. 

There are plenty of festivals and jatras have been continuously practicing and 
celebrating in Lubhu a fantastic historical, cultural and architectural town of Lalitpur. Due to 
its tangible and intangible cultural heritage including festivals and jatras every year Lubhu 
hosts large number of tourists in its core. Here in Lubhu people celebrate different festivals 
in different seasons such as Mahalaxmi Jatra, Nepal Sambat, Buddha Jayanti, Dashain, 
Tihar, Yomahri Punhi, Gobrateswor Mahadev jatra, Gaijatra, Krishna Janmasthami, Naag 
Panchami, Gathemangal, Ram Nawami, Chaite Dashain, Holi, Shivaratri, Shree Panchami, 
Pishach Chaturdashi, Byaja Chaturdashi etc. each and every year. Mahalaxmi Jatra 
is celebrated from Achhaya Tritiya of Baishakha Sukla till to the Ekadashi especially in 
the Newar community is one of the important intangible cultural heritages, an indigenous 
feature, identity and tourism product of Lubhu. 

As elsewhere in Lubhu this jatra can be exploited as the cultural tourism products 
and people of Lubhu doing so since three decades. Every season large numbers of tourists 
visited to observe tangible and intangible cultural heritage associated with it. Therefore, 
Mahalaxmi Jatra can be exploited in tourism markets as a significant tourism product.

The main day of Mahalaxmi Mahabhairav Jatra is celebrated with much fanfare 
more than a week in Lubhu Lalitpur. During the jatra the idols of deities such as Mahalaxmi, 
Mahabhairav, Aakash Bhairav, Kumari, Kumar have been kept in the khatas (palanquin) 
and taken around the core areas of Lubhu town (https://thehimalayantimes.com). The scene 
of this jatra can observe very amazing and beautiful; therefore, it might be developed as an 
important source of alluring tourists in this destination.
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Besides it and other tangible and intangible cultural properties Lubhu is a major 
textile-production area continuously producing locally made garments from the very earlier. 
It is also a major source of garments of many Nepalese cloths industries and tourist areas. 
A majority of households have their own small to large scale factories to produce such 
garments. While some still have the traditional wooden hand looms, many residents own 
textile factories with electric looms. No doubt, Lubhu can also be utilized these technologies 
and craftsmanship as the tourism products in tourist market as well.

Problems facing regarding Promotion as a Festival Tourism Product

Lubhu could not adequately capitalize Mahalaxmi Jatra as its potentialities due to 
the hindering of different problems. Finally, this study explores and highlights the following 
threats and problems in the case of the enhancing and associating to the Mahalaxmi jatra as 
a festival tourism product of Lubhu.

•	 The seniors and skillful artists gradually passing out without doing transformation 
of such craftsmanship to the young generation which continuously threatening over 
the traditional occupation and existence as well.

•	 Due to modernization and industrialization, disappearing indigenous equipment and 
tools, deducing skillful human resources that are associated with this jatra.

•	 Lack of proper positive attitude of local people toward the promotion and 
safeguarding of cultural heritage including Mahalaxmi Jatra and development of 
tourism in the destination. 

•	 Obviously, tourism of Lubhu generates both positive and negative impact on the 
society and culture.

•	 Lack of marketing and communicating means and materials such as documentaries, 
guide books, brochures and other publications and internet facilities about the site.

Solution Measures

If effective tourism planning should not maintain otherwise, it sometime can play 
the destructive role as an agent of destructions. Hence, for the adequate development of 
Lubhu and especially Mahalaxmi jatra as festival tourism destination, the problems and 
threats which have already been discussed should be addressed in time. The government, 
concerned authorities, municipality, local community, concerned authorities are its major 
stakeholders. They should make earnest efforts for its maintained therefore in this respect the 
following major steps should be prescribed as the solution measures.  

Role of Local Communities: As far as the intangible cultural heritage is concerned 
traditional craftsmanship is also facing serious challenges of conservation. So, without any 
delay, these precious heritages should be preserved with the practice of community level 
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and for the promotion of tourism positive attitude of local people should be developed 
themselves. 

Role of Local Organizations and Institutions: This study suggests that tourism 
of Lubhu is generating positive and negative impact on the society and cultural heritage 
as well. For the sustainable tourism development, negative impact should be controlled by 
conducting interactions, seminars and public awareness programs.

Role of Local Body: The monuments of historical, cultural, religious and social 
values and objects of art, crafts and festivals including Mahalaxmi jatra are the major 
attractions of tourism. So, without any delay, these precious heritages should be preserved 
and marketized. Guide books, brochures and internet facilities should be published for easing 
the visitors to access required information about the site. Positive attitude of local people 
is also an important matter for the development of tourism; therefore, launching different 
kinds of educational programs for the development of positive attitude of the local people 
should be done. Tourism entrepreneurs are known as the major partners for the enhancement 
of tourism in the destination. They can play a positive role in these respects. So, for the 
betterment of tourism in Lubhu, close relationship with them should be maintained and some 
sort of subsidy should be provided.

Role of Concerned Authorities: The earthquake of 2015 demolished the whole 
country, including Lubhu, but renovation works are being carried out. The Lubhu core seems 
to have risen stronger than before. Still, efforts from government and concerned authorities 
would be of need for the revival of the famous historical and cultural town of Lubhu.

Implication

The local people and community, governing bodies, local organizations and the 
concerned authorities should pay adequate attention for the protection and marketing of 
this Jatra as an amazing festival tourism product of the destination. Through continuous 
research, systematic planning, internationalization, marketization and utilization of local 
unique culture as a breakthrough, this Jatra will further expand and thrive as a powerful 
tourism product of 21st century. In this circumstance, no doubt, this study can help to address 
towards the systematic planning, marketing and promoting Mahalaxmi Jatra of Lubhu as an 
amazing festival tourism product.

Conclusion
Festivals and Jatras are considered as the religious and cultural ceremonies 

celebrated for the recalling of special events, perseverance of belief on gods and goddesses, 
celebrating the incarnation or birth day of the protagonists, and for the protection of man 
and animals, and betterment of agro-farming. Festival tourism is that particular alternative 
form of tourism through which a tourist can get opportunity to observe festive events from 
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very close. Mahalaxmi Jatra of Lubhu, Lalitapur is a popular tourism fascination like other 
attractions that can observe on the streets of the core. The individuality of Mahalaxmi Jatra 
of Lubhu is expressed through its multifaceted impacts on different elements of tourist space 
that promote culture and make it possible to experience it, provide tourists with entertainment 
and offer them an opportunity to spend their free time in an interesting way. Therefore, it can 
be promoted as an amazing festival tourism product of Lubhu Lalitpur.

Despite the importance of this Jatra as a bundle of tangible and intangible 
components and heritages, its connotation as a prodigious tourism product, has been less 
realized, highlighted and utilized as a cultural tourism product. As an indigenous practice 
and the product of the Newari community, the local Newar ethnic community is a direct 
consumer of its benefit. Hence, first and foremost responsibility of preserving, practicing and 
commodification of this festival in tourism market also goes to the same community. 
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Abstract
Nepal is a country with abundance of traditional art, architecture and culture. 

Almost every monument comprises faith, belief, devotion and sacredness which are initiated 
to be expressed through symbolic representation. Historicity of water conduit of Kathmandu 
valley can be traced back to early Cristian Era. They were installed to fulfill basic need 
of water. Flowing water is compared to goddess Ganga. Thus, every water conduit is 
equated to goddess Ganga with depiction of a crocodile, her vehicle. Cent percent water 
conduits of the valley consists of sculptural art associated to Hindu or Buddhist deities and 
a few with architectural monuments. It also comprises sculptural art of several creatures 
as; serpent, fish, frog, chameleon, mongoose. These deities, monuments and creatures are 
found to be a symbolic expression of theme associated with religious belief and faith. In 
this context, finding out the theme of an art expressed in a water conduit, chief feature of 
sacred sculptural art of water conduits and symbolic representation of sculptural art of 
water conduits of Kathmandu valley have been focused as an objective of this research. 
This qualitative research is based upon historical fact. Thus, the facts are collected from 
historical monuments through survey, interview, collection of photographs and are analyzed 
in a descriptive way. Related literary sources have been consulted as a secondary source. 
From several references, it is to be considered that water conduits of the valley have been 
basically set up for social and religious utility with installation of several deities according 
to their faith. Art of each conduit as well as image portrays specific features belong to related 
historical age. Besides this, each sculptural art depicted on the conduit conveys symbolism 
of goddess Ganga and several pilgrimages composed within a precise pious abode.
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Introduction 
Water conduits since an ancient time were established in Kathmandu valley to 

fulfill basic need of drinkable water evading people to fetch water from river and rivulets 
around. Water conduits are locally known as dhungedhara. They are mostly famous as hiti 
among locals, which is derived from Newari term yachu ti or yiti, meaning pure water. Water 
conduits were the main source of pure water for social and religious deeds during the past. 
They were installed with artistic exquisiteness along with expression of religious belief. 
Thus, in this context, how are the theme of art expressed in water conduits of the valley? 
What are the chief features of sculptural art of water conduits? And what are the symbolic 
representation of sacred sculptural art of water conduit? These themes have been identified 
as an objective of this research. 

Antiquity of water conduits of Kathmandu valley have been traced back to early 
Kiranta period. Kirantas were perfect in making ponds through preventing leakage of water 
from its base channeling water from natural source nearby or rain water to their settlement at 
the ridges of hills (Tiwari, 2012). Sunken bath known as snanagar are found to be established 
in Indus valley civilization linked with well (Wheller, 1998). It has been assumed that this 
technology developed by Aryans was handover through generations to early Licchavis and 
further. Water conduit of Patan famous as Na hiti of Chysal with an ancient sculpture of 
goddess Gajalakshmi belonging to 1st century BC is supposed to be the ancient water conduit 
of Kathmandu valley. It has been mentioned in Gopalrajvamsabali, that king Vrishadeva 
established a chaitya in Sinagu Mahabihar (Swoyambhu) and constructed water conduit for 
lord nearby (Vajracharya & Malla, 1985). Several water conduits were established during 
Licchavi period by kings and the commons as they were expert in making canals. The 
mixture of ancient technology of pond introduced by Kirantas and Licchavi’s expertise on 
canal would have eased them to construct number of water conduits in Kathmandu valley 
with reliable source of water and best elaboration of art. 

Water conduits are not merely a means of providing water but a specimen of grand 
traditional technology of the time, a marvelous architectural remain of the past and a means 
of expressing religious faith. They are found to be installed with an abundant traditional 
filtration technology along with channeling of water from far distance to make it pure and 
drinkable. They are also found to be set up with magnificent architecture with sunken base 
designed to serve a large crowd at a time with sufficient space and splendid distribution 
of water. Not a single water conduit of the valley has been traced without an installation 
of image of deity or art that are linked with religious theme. Likewise, each water conduit 
through its structural plan, the spout that flows water, deities that are positioned on the top of 
a conduit or around its premise comprises striking peculiarities. These elements easily reflect 
features of their legacy belonging to specific historical phase. 
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Almost every water conduit of the valley comprises at least a single image and 
many conduits are found to be installed with large numbers of deities. Water conduits of 
Hanumandhoka royal palace of Kathmandu and Patan durbar installed during medieval 
period are the best manifestation of faith expressed through great number of tantric images. 
Traditional art of a conduit with Makara, Bhagiratha installed beneath every spout, sculpture 
of several deities, serpents and water associated creatures, chaityas and miniature of traditional 
architectures are the chief constituents of water conduits. Each of these element comprise 
a deep illustration allied with piousness, religious faith, traditional belief and devotion 
conveyed through symbolic art and sculptures. Thus, how have they been articulated and 
what are the secret of these symbolic art has been tried to reveal in this article.     

Methodology
This research is an explorative one based upon qualitative study. As a subject matter 

it is a historical study. The facts collected for this study is based upon historical monument 
that has been analyzed through qualitative method. The facts essential for this research 
have been collected through primary and secondary sources. As a primary source the water 
conduits around Kathmandu have been surveyed. The architectural layout setting of water 
conduits of the valley, the art of water conduits, the images and monuments installed around 
conduits and its premise were survey and listed. The inscriptions installed around water 
conduits were collected and photograph of every monument were collected. Experts, locals, 
priest of related monuments were interviewed. Local belief, faith and practices associated 
with these monuments were listed. As a secondary source books, journals, Puranas, articles, 
newspapers were reviewed.

This research has been delimited within the area of Kathmandu valley. There are 
number of water conduits around Kathmandu valley. Almost every water conduits consists 
of sculptures and monuments. Amidst several water conduits, as a purposive sampling water 
conduits that have varieties of sculptures and monuments installed around its premise have 
been selected. As an objective of this research is to focus on theme of art installed in water 
conduits, their features and the sacred symbolic representation of them, it has been analyzed 
in detail. After detail analysis of above mentioned facts a concrete conclusion has been 
dragged out. The sources that were utilized while analyzing the facts have been cited in the 
content and its detail at reference section.     

Main Findings
Water conduits were mainly established to fulfill demand of pure drinking water for 

social, cultural and religious purposes. Through utilization of sustainable source, they have 
been found to be lay out with grand technology. As they comprise numerous sculptures and 
arts installed around, water conduits are great through their aesthetic value. Every monument 
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that comprises within it and its premise are valuable from thematic, religious, artistic and 
symbolic aspect as well. The detail analysis of these facts have been discussed below.    

Spouts with engraving of crocodile

Conduit is an essential component of sunken architecture that discharge water. It is 
found to be inserted within a vertical wall connected with a main source of water. Almost 
ninety-five percent of water conduits of the valley are engraved with Makara. Creatures as 
elephant, lion, bull, mouse are worshiped as vehicle of Lakshmi, Devi, Shiva, Ganesh. They 
are not only worshiped as their vehicle but also a representation of deities with a great faith. 
Makara is a vehicle of goddess Ganga. As a symbol of Ganga, Makara along with its body 
are found to be engraved at every spout. The head of a Makara is engraved in almost every 
conduit that look like a deer and its body similar to the fish with legs. The front side of a 
conduit contains the face of Makara with elongated eyes, thick eyebrows, plump cheeks, 
layers of upper and lower teeth with an open mouth, long erected ears as deer and molded 
horns. The snout of every Makara as a trunk of an elephant is found to be turned upward 
coiled at its end.  They are depicted with or without tongue and are found to be covered with 
long hair as of a lion at the top of head. A long slim body of Makara are often engraved with 
a pattern of whirlpool along with flowers and foliage engraved within and consist of two 
tiny legs at each side. These are chief features generally found on Licchavi water conduits 
of the valley.

Very few exceptional example of early water conduits have been found to be engraved 
with tiger, as Bageshwori hiti of Bhaktapur and Bagdwar of Shivapuri. Likewise, many 
creatures as lion, serpent, frog, bull, fish are found to be engraved on the conduit. Basically, 
these creatures are found to be engraved on a sub conduit. Sub conduits are installed at the 
premise of water conduit to divert pressure of water during its heavy flow and for proper 
distribution or management of water for the crowd as well. This verifies that except Makara 
other creatures are engraved on the conduit. These creatures as Makara represent specific 
deity or religious significance associated with them. 

Depiction of several creatures along with Makara is found to be introduced during 
medieval period. During this period several creatures as cow, bull, goat, fish, serpent, tortoise, 
elephant, lion, tiger, Garuda, duck, horse, deer, wolf are engraved along with Makara. 
Creatures as; deer, bull, cow, buffalo, dog, goat, elephant, lion, peacock, mouse, serpent, 
lion and wolf are represented as goddess (Birdwood, 1988, p. 91). As a representation of 
goddess Ganga all these deities as her symbol might have been installed. A water conduit 
(Bhimsen hiti) established by king Pratap Malla at Bhimsensthan Kathmandu has its spout 
with engraving of Garuda and serpent along with Makara. A conduit installed by king 
Jayaprakash Malla in NS 777 (1657 CE) in front of Indrayeni temple Bhaktapur consist a 
cow coming out of a mouth of a tiger and the tiger from the mouth of Makara. A marvelous 
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sample of water conduit (Mechyo hiti/ buffalo headed spout) of Tamsipakha Kathmandu is 
made through perfect combination of Makara, elephant and buffalo each coming out through 
the mouth of a Makara. These are few example of spouts that consist creatures found to be 
installed through combination with Makara. There are number of such conduits established 
during medieval period. The best example of several creatures portrayed along with Makara 
are found to be installed in three medieval palaces of Kathmandu valley. Tusha hiti installed 
by king Siddhinarshima Malla in NS 767 (1647 CE) at Patan Durbar consists fish, tortoise, 
cow along with Makara. Sundhari hiti and Mohankali hiti installed by king Pratap Malla in 
NS 770 (1650 CE) and NS 771 (1651 CE) both consists elephant, tortoise, lion, wolf, cat and 
calf along with Makara and elephant, tortoise, tiger, wolf, frog, crocodile, mouse, cow, calf 
along with Makara in an artistic way. Likewise, Sundahara installed by king Jitamitra Malla 
in NS 803 (1682 CE) Bhaktapur comprises duck, sheep, fish, horse, serpent, frog, tortoise, 
bird, wolf, goat and conch cell. All these creatures from two sides of a spout appears to be 
peeping out inquisitively. 

Deities installed at water conduits of Kathmandu valley

Findings of terracotta figurines belonging to 3rd century BC from Kapilvastu and 
Lumbini proves an antiquity of image worship in Nepal. The earliest example of image 
of Kathmandu valley is an image of Gajalakshmi from Chysal belonging to 1st century 
BC. There are thousands of image of deities scattered around Kathmandu valley. They are 
found to be installed in temple, alley, open area, cross road, riverside and water conduits. 
Daily life of Nepalese starts with worship of deities or offering water to them after purifying 
oneself. It might be the reason that ancestors selected water conduit to install deities so that 
after purifying oneself one can offer water to deities from the conduit. An ancient sculpture 
belonging to 1st century BC discovered from Kathmandu valley is found to be installed at 
Narayan hiti of Chysal Patan. Likewise, an image of Vamanswami Vishnu installed at Duga 
hiti Sanku of 538 CE and Padmapani Lokeshwor of Taha hiti Ganabahal Kathmandu of 550 
CE (Vajracharya, BS 2030) are few earlier examples. This, prove that since an early time 
sculptures of deities were installed at the premise of water conduit. It also helps to prove 
the antiquity of water conduit as well. There is numerous image of deities installed in water 
conduits. Few of them are discussed below.     

Sculptures of Vishnu

Lord Vishnu is known as savor among trinity (Brahma, Vishnu and Shiva). He is 
found to be worshiped in several forms since the ancient time. His images are established 
alone, along with his consort Lakshmi, with Lakshmi and Garuda known as Shridhar 
Vishnu, mounted on Garuda known as Garudasan Vishnu, half Vishnu and half Lakshmi 
known as Basudevkamalaja, sleeping on the coil of serpents known as Seshsayi Vishnu 
and several forms of incarnation. An ancient image of lord Vishnu is found to be installed 
at Tapa hiti of Patan belongs to 4th century CE (Bangdel, BS 2039). The finest example of 
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lord Vishnu with his Shakti Lakshmi made up of metal with gold gilding is found to be 
installed by king Siddhinarshima Malla at Tusa hiti Patan Durbar. Lord Vishnu with his 
consort Lakshmi at his right and Garuda at his left is known as Shridhar Vishnu. There are 
plentiful images of Shridhar Vishnu found to installed at earlier and later constructed water 
conduits of Kathmandu valley as; Naxal Nandikeshar hiti Kathmandu, Chyasal hiti, Konti 
hiti, Amrit hiti Patan, Bhimdhyo hiti Bhaktapur and many more. Garuda is a vehicle of lord 
Vishnu. According to Mahabharata Garuda was appointed as his vehicle by lord Vishnu due 
to his loyalty and courage (Poudyal, BS 2056). Image of Garudasan Vishnu can be found 
at Tusha hiti, Chyabahal hiti of Patan, Ari hiti, Dhokapine hiti of Bhakatpur. Vishnu is also 
depicted in a joint form with his half body and half with Lakshmi. It symbolizes the joint 
form of prakriti and purush. A marvelous example of Vashudevkamalaja belonging to 17th 
century CE is at Alok hiti Patan belonging to early medieval period which is installed at 
top of a water conduit. Sesasayi Vishnu is that form of lord Vishnu on which he is found to 
be sleeping on a bed of serpent. Huge image of Sesashayi Vishnu is found to be installed 
at the middle of a pond at Bhandarkhal hiti of Hanumandhoka Royal Palace, Kathmandu. 
Likewise, Sesasayi Vishnu is found to be installed above the spout through which water 
flows, as this form of Vishnu sleep on a bed of serpent on the ocean. Several incarnated form 
of lord Vishnu as Vamana, Krishna, Balaram, Buddha, Kali are found to installed in many 
water conduits of the valley.

Sculptures of Shiva and Shivalinga

Lord Siva is worshiped as a destroyer by Hindus. It is believed that he is a cause of 
creation of all creatures and a destroyer as they assimilate within him after life. Lord Shiva 
is worshiped in many forms, but his most popular form that are installed and worshiped 
commonly in Nepal are Umamaheshowor, Bhairava and Shivalinga. These images of lord 
Shiva are profoundly found around Kathmandu valley. Umamaheshwor is a conjugal form 
of lord Shiva along with his consort Uma sitting at Kailasha along with his ganas. This form 
of lord Shiva is so favored by Nepalese sculptures that they are found to be installed from 2nd 
century CE.  An early image of Umamaheshwor belonging to 3rd century CE is installed at 
Barun hiti of Pashupatinath (Bangdel, BS 2039). There are numbers images of Umamaheshwor 
installed at Thamel Ga hiti, Nandikeshwor hiti Kathmandu, Konti hiti, Chyasal hiti Patan, 
Palikhel hiti Bhaktapur and many more in several water conduits. Bhairava is a ferocious 
form of lord Shiva. He is worshiped with offering of alcohol and sacrifice along with tantric 
procedure. Lord Bhairava is found to be installed at water conduits especially belonging to 
medieval period installed by medieval kings. They are installed in several forms along with 
their consort especially in water conduits of Royal palaces of Kathmandu and Patan. 

Shivalinga is a united form of lord Shiva and Uma symbolizing the creation of the 
world. The upper part of Shivalinga represents male or lord Shiva while the round base 
part with outlet of water is a representation of female organ or Uma. They are found to be 
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installed in intangible or symbolic form. Nepalese since an ancient time have been found to 
be worshipping this form with great devotion. It is one of the most popularly worshipped 
form and found to be installed in uncountable number. They are found in maximum water 
conduits of Kathmandu valley. Most of them are found in a simple form without face of lord 
Shiva engraved on it, while few of them are installed along with four faces. 

Sculptures of Buddha and Boddhisatva  

The theory of Buddha is spread worldwide. Buddha was worshiped through 
symbolic illustration as wheel, deer, elephant, pipal tree, horse, lion during early days. He 
was worshipped through making of an image during the reign of Saka and Parthiyans and 
mainly the Kushanas of India. Image of Buddha and Boddhisatva are found during the 
excavation of Kapilvastu and Lumbini of Nepal belonging to earlier period. Boddhisatva is 
believed to be a representation of Buddha. It is believed by Mahayanas that a devotee through 
following the path of Buddha can attain Boddhisatva. To make realize wisdom to other after 
realizing itself is Boddhisatva (Aryal, BS 2059). The images of Buddha and Boddhisatva 
are found from 5th century CE in Kathmandu valley. Buddha is worshipped as a founder 
of Buddhism by Buddhist. Whereas, he is worshiped by Hindus as one of the incarnation 
of lord Vishnu. Bhagwat Purana mentions Buddha as a ninth incarnation of lord Vishnu 
(Rao, 1997). Thus, he is worshipped with same devotion by Hindus and Buddhists. Many 
Hindu temples consists an image of Buddha and Boddhisatva. Several water conduits of the 
valley have presence of Buddha and Boddhisatva images. Especially the water conduits that 
are located near monasteries comprise these images. Taha hiti Ganabahal has an image of 
Padmapani Boddhisatva belonging to 5th century CE. Thamel Ga hiti Kathmandu, Ilane hiti, 
Tapa hiti, Alok hiti Patan has images of Buddha.    

Creatures installed at water conduits

There are several images of water related creatures found to be installed at water 
conduits. Serpent, fish, frog, Chamaeleon, mongoose, frog are established as a sub spout 
or on the lid of a spout. Serpents are locally known as nagas and worshipped in Nepal as 
deity. Kathmandu valley was huge lake during the ancient time and it was abode of nagas. 
When water of the valley was let to flow by Manjushree, Kortaka the chief of nagas tried 
to flow along with water. Manjushree requested him not to leave the valley, so on request 
of Manjushree nagas lived at Taudaha (lake) of Kathmandu valley (Wright, 1972). Before 
construction of water resources or any infrastructure and after completion of it, nagas 
are worshipped, as the land of the valley is believed to be their possession. As nagas are 
related with water, they are seen at the premise of water conduits of the valley till the date. 
Thus, many water conduits of the valley consist the image of nagas. There are some unique 
traditional practices linked with these creatures. It is believed that the misuse of conduits, 
entry of women during monthly cycle, usage of soap and honey would annoy them and 
they cause to block the outlet of water and people are still conscious regarding these issues. 
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Thus, following the rules strictly they are often found to be worshipping the image of nagas 
installed at premise of conduits. There is an images of Basuki naga at Thamel Ga hiti, 
Naxal Nandikeshwor hiti Kathmandu, Dhaba hiti of Bhaktapur and in many more spouts. 
Amazing images of Astanagas protected by hundreds of hoods in an anthropomorphic form 
are established at Mohankali hiti and Tusa hiti of Kathmandu and Patan Durbar. Fish is 
found to be installed as a sub conduit or on the lid of water conduit. Fish are associated with 
water and considered to be a sign of good luck. Likewise, Chamaeleon, mongoose reside 
at the lower level of ground near to water sources. It has been described in Vrihat Samhita 
that, these creatures signify the possibility of finding water where there is a scarcity of water. 
Thus, they are indicator of water.  Kathmandu valley have plenty of up and down hills. It is 
not possible to find water in all location with same volume and flow. So, these creatures help 
in tracing out a sustainable source for construction of water conduits in such areas. Frogs are 
indicator of rain. It is believed that the arrival as well as croak of these creature invites heavy 
rain indicating good sign for agriculture and with recharge of ground water. Many water 
conduits that rely upon rain water discharge during rainy season. Thus, in respect of these 
creatures there is a unique tradition of feeding rice to frog on the full moon day of Shrawan 
among Nepalese. 

Features of traditional art and architecture of water conduits

The sculptures of early Nepal (3rd century BC - 4th century CE) are unique through 
its distinct features as; muscular bodies, unclear face, use of less ornaments, heavy anklets, 
sideways shawl. Licchavi sculptures (5th century CE – 8th//9th century CE) are found to 
be the finest one with perfect facial and physical expression, transparent clothes, use of 
proportionate ornaments, beautiful hair design and special use of polish locally known as 
leph. Medieval art along with tantric influence entered from Bengal of India during 7th/8th 
century. Thus, the art of this period (8th/9th -17th century CE) portrays heavy images with 
several number of hands and legs with numbers of emblems and Mongolian facial feature. 
They are found to be decorated with layer of ornaments and presence of several theme in 
a single image with heavy adornment. All these features are chief element to identify art 
belonging to specific historical age. 

Makara engraved in water conduits belonging to early and Licchavi period as its 
artistic feature are simple with no presence of heaviness and adoration along with polish. 
But the Makara of medieval period are found to be engraved with excessive heavy adoration 
as; heavy plump cheeks, embossed eyes and eyebrows, decorated ears and horns, layers of 
uneven pointed teeth, open mouth with a presence of bunch of rice plant and decorated long 
tongue as burning fire. Their body with whirlpool are found to be engraved with several 
deities, flowers and foliage with presence of huge paws. Almost all Licchavi water conduits 
are found to be installed with presence of only Makara on a spout, whereas it has been found 
to be portrayed with mixture of several creatures along with Makara during medieval period. 
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Likewise, Bhagirath in almost every Licchavi water conduits are depicted as a dwarf with 
short hands and legs with a big belly. They are locally known as Pote deity due to its big 
belly. They are often depicted in twin form each supporting the load of a conduit with their 
hand. Coming to the medieval period the artistic theme of Bagirath has been changed. He 
is found to be depicted as a man with conch cell in is hand ready to blow either with two or 
found hands. In case, of four hands, his two hands are supporting the load of cloud in the 
sky, the representation of Ganga. 

Same features are applied in making of sculpture which are found to be installed 
within the premise of water conduits. Very few water conduits of the valley consist of 
inscriptional record. Likewise, few sculptures installed on the top of a conduit or its premise 
comprise inscription. Hence, in absence of inscriptional record, the above mentioned features 
are the key elements for tentative dating of water conduit as well as sculptures. Besides, the 
polish prevalent in a sculptural art is an authentic stamp to identify a monument belonging 
to Licchavi period.

As art, there are some specific character of architecture of water conduits through 
which they can be distinguished that they belong to certain historical period. Water conduits 
are only the remaining architecture of Licchavi period which have been serving people since 
thousands of years. No any architectural remaining belonging to Licchavi period except 
these are prevalent. However, these infrastructures have severally been renovated, yet many 
water conduits of the valley have been discharging from an ancient source since the time till 
the date without any renovation. And these sources are still the mystery for archaeologists. 
Licchavi water conduits generally consist square or rectangular architectural design with deep 
sunken base along with the establishment of deity on the top of a conduit with shrine. While 
medieval conduits are found to be structured with a combination of multiple semicircular 
design mixed with square or rectangular shape. Mostly they are found to be made from 
decorated stones and deities installed inside a decorated shrine made up of stone on the top 
of a conduit.

Scared theme and Symbolic Representation of images installed in water conduits

It is believed by Hindus that every creature is in souled and have a presence of 
divinity within it. Thus, the art engraved on the spout and its premise conveys a great value. 
Makara that are engraved on the conduits reveals great symbolical, philosophical as well as 
religious value. It is strongly believed that a bathe in Ganga would wipe out greatest sin. It 
is further believed that Ganga will liberate human beings on earth, serpents at underworld 
and deities at heaven. Thus, Ganga is also known as tripath gamini, or a greatest resource of 
providing liberation to three states of the world (Joshi, BS 2070). It is mentioned in Vishnu 
Purana that, pronouncing the name of Ganga, having water of Ganga, touching the water 
of Ganga, bathing in Ganga or just a glance of Ganga would free a person from all sins 
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(Joshi, BS 2070). People since the ancient time have been following the instruction as well 
as theme linked with religious texts as Puranas for making of images. Thus, following the 
instruction, in order to indicate that every spout is a representation of pious Ganga, Makara 
are engraved on it. They have been engraved also with a strong belief that the social and 
religious deed they conduct through use of such pious conduits would be worthy to gain 
merit. Thus, water conduits along with deities are found to be worshipped daily and many 
people gather in several occasions to have bathe in water conduits get same merit as bathing 
in Ganga. They reveal religious as well as philosophical value associated with. Depiction of 
several creatures as a symbolism as bull, buffalo, fish, serpent, tortoise, goat and many more 
along with Makara are found in water conduits. These creatures represent specific deity as 
well. Nepal is a country where there is great harmony between several religion and religious 
sects with a same faith. Bull is a representation of lord Shiva, fish, serpent, and tortoise are 
the representation of lord Vishnu. Elephant, lion, tiger as goddess Devi. The depiction of 
these creatures along with Makara proves water conduit as the abode of several deities at a 
single place. Thus, water conduits are such a pious place where several deities are worshiped 
at a single location expressed through symbolism. 

There are numbers of sculptures of deities established at water conduits of 
Kathmandu valley. Each of them have their specific representation and a symbolic meaning 
to be installed on the top of the conduit or within its premise. It is mentioned in Matshya 
Purana that Ganga was evolved from the feet of lord Vishnu when lord Tribikrama Vamana, 
an incarnation of lord Vishnu extended his feet to touch the heaven. This made to flow Ganga 
from heaven. Hence, Ganga is also known as Vishnavi or Vishnupadi (emerged from feet 
of Vishnu) (Matshya Purana, BS 2070). Likewise, lord Krishna has mentioned in Bhagwat 
Purana that among several rivers, he is a Bhagirathi Ganga (Komalnath, 1970). It is known 
from these facts that several forms of images of lord Vishnu have been installed at water 
conduit for this reason that Ganga is one of the form of lord Vishnu. Hence, images of 
Vishnu are found to be installed at water conduit. It is also mentioned in Roopamandana that, 
installation and worship of Shridhar Vishnu is beneficial for so called lower caste. Nepalese 
society during early and medieval period strictly followed the instruction instructed by 
religious text. Caste system and concept of touchable and untouchable was strictly followed 
by the society. Thus, it is the reason that maximum number of image of Shridhar Vishnu 
are found to be installed at water conduits at outer skirt of the valley, as such areas were the 
inhabitant of lower caste during the time.  They might have been installed by washer men, 
sweeper or other caste. 

Likewise, many images related to lord Shiva in a form of Umamaheshwor, Bhairava 
and Shivalinga are found to installed at water conduits. King Bhagirath did a hard penance 
to bring Ganga down to earth for salvation of his deceased ancestors. Ganga was pleased 
with his devotion but she advised him to urge lord Shiva in order to protect earth from being 
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drown through the force of her landing. As suggested by Ganga king Bhagirath pleased lord 
Shiva to handle her load. At last lord Shiva accepted to bear the heavy flow of Ganga in his 
mat hair. As Shiva retained Ganga on his hair, she is considered as a consort of lord Shiva. 
Thus, it is remarkable to find an image of lord Shiva and Shivalinga nearby his consort Ganga 
in water conduits There is also a great significance to install Shivalinga at maximum water 
conduits of the valley. During the ancient time when there was no means of transportation 
people visited from to destination on foot. They sheltered in patis and sattal which were 
often established along with water conduit. It made them ease to rest as well as to prepare 
food. The lower part of Shivalinga, a representation of Uma with an outlet of water is always 
faced towards north. This helped travelers to find out direction in an unknown settlement 
or the route as well. Similarly, almost every water conduit of Kathmandu valley consists an 
image of Bagirath beneath its spout. It symbolizes a hardship and challenges that one has to 
face during establishment of water conduit. Likewise, as a ninth incarnation of lord Vishnu 
along with harmony and great faith image of Buddha are found to be installed as well as 
worshipped by Hindu and Buddhist at water conduits. They might have been installed to 
spread peace and wisdom through the holy site of his image every morning to guide people 
in his path. 

Several creatures installed at the premise of water conduit conveys specific 
significance. Nagas associated with Kathmandu valley are worshipped in each conduit 
as they are believed to be linked with discharge and drainage of water. Lord Krishna in 
Bhagwat Gita has declared himself as Basuki naga among the serpents (Komalnath, BS 
1970). Likewise, during the heavy rainfall king of nagas name Muchalindra with his hood 
protected Buddha when he was meditating at the forest (Slusser, 1998). Lord Shiva is 
ornamented by nagas. Thus, nagas as a symbol of lord Vishnu, Buddha, Shiva, Buddha are 
found to be established at water conduits. Nagas are often found to be used as an ornament 
of several deities. Likewise, an installation of fish as a sub spout or on the lid of water 
conduit signifies the abundancy of water of the valley and a good sign to bring good fortune 
to its user. As Chamaeleon, mongoose reside at lower level of ground water the installation 
of images of these creatures on the top of a lit indicates that water searched out with lots 
of labor and effort and discharged through spout should not be wasted and best utilized. 
Frogs are worshiped and fed rice by the locals of the valley. They are indicator of rain. The 
arrival of them increases water level of ground to make discharge in dried spout, thus as an 
indicator of good rainfall and water resource they are found to be installed at water conduit. 
Installation of these creatures also symbolizes that human beings are ever linked with nature 
and can never keep detached from them.

Discussion and conclusion
Water conduits are found to be established in Kathmandu valley from Kiranta period. 

They were multiplied as per expansion of settlement during Licchavi and Medieval period 
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with sustainable source and elaborated art. Almost all water conduits of the valley consists 
of Makara as a symbolic illustration of Ganga. It is engraved to ascertain that each water 
conduit is not merely a source of water but a pious symbol of goddess Ganga. It is uniqueness 
of Nepalese art to depict Makara through traditional art along with a fusion of deer, fish and 
crocodile. Water conduit made through the traditional technology by skilled ancestors with 
grand filtration procedure and a great layout plan reveals an exceptional architecture of the 
world that can’t be equated to the modern technology. 

Makara are generally found to be engraved on Licchavi water conduits, while 
medieval arts are found to be implemented through mixture of several creatures along with 
it. The features as simplicity, flexibility with less ornamentation along with polish in spout 
and sculpture is a special character to identify earlier water conduits. Whereas, spout and 
sculpture with heavy art and adoration easily reveals the medieval art. And installation 
of deities on top of a conduit its premise portray the religious theme expressed through 
symbolism. Deities as lord Vishnu installed with his consort, along with his vehicle or join 
form, Shiva with his consort, in a ferocious form or in an intangible linga form or Buddha are 
found to reveal the fact these gods are linked with Ganga as a part of Vishnu, as a consort of 
lord Shiva and with several theme but all with greatly religious faith. And the most striking 
element of Nepalese religion is that they not ever deny any deity and worship all with same 
devotion and harmony. Likewise, the presence of Bagiratha in water conduit represents his 
great contribution, patience and devotion to bring down Ganga to earth. His sculpture is a 
resemblance of his great tribute by the architects. It also signifies that making of a conduit is 
not an easy task and is equivalent to the effort of Bagirath. The creatures mixed with Makara 
embodies as deities assembled along with Ganga and numerous sculptures of deities at water 
conduit represents it as an enclosed shrine.

As Kathmandu valley was abode of nagas., the land of the valley as well as water 
resources are linked with nagas. The establishment of water conduit, discharge and drainage 
of water in it is believed to be associated with them. The obstacles in discharge and blockage 
of drainage is solved through worship of them till the date. They are even associated with 
several deities as a representation of deities and ornaments to them. Hence, almost every 
conduit comprises nagas in tangible or intangible form. The installation of fish and frog as a 
sub conduit and on cover signifies abundance of water and good luck whereas, Chameleon 
and mongoose symbolizes a tough approach to water resource. It represents that making 
of water conduit at every location of the valley was not so at ease. So the source of water 
channeled as well as these historical monuments should be taken care. Thus, a great reflection 
of social life, religious belief, philosophy and dependency on nature can be scanned through 
the monuments found to be set within water conduits. Besides, this each water conduit is a 
representation of pious pilgrimage site where several deities in tangible or intangible form 
are found to reside together along with Ganga. 
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Hence, water conduits to fulfill the basic need of water were established since 
the ancient period. They were installed at several locations to provide easy access to it. 
As flowing water is compared to goddess Ganga, each water conduit to symbolize it as 
a Ganga is found to be depicted with her vehicle Makara. Makara along with mixture of 
several creatures and sculptures of several deities represents the faith and devotion. The art 
articulated in Makara and sculptures of each conduit containing specific feature is a major 
measure to definite its historical age. Besides this, different creatures depicted in spout, sub 
spout and cover reveals the importance of water, whereas, several sculptural arts depicted 
on the conduit conveys that this architecture established for utilization is not merely a water 
resource but a pilgrimage site within a precise place.

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Abstract 
In Nepali society, king used to be respected by people. Kings had role not only 

in political and administrative landscape but also in the cultural and social scenario. In 
Medieval Nepal, the king would enact law, enforce law and also impart justice. Justice was a 
well-established virtue in the polity of Nepal since the remote past. Nepal had been ruled by 
some royal dynasties, i.e., Gopalas, Mahispalas, Kirants, Lichhchavi, Malla and Shah. The 
medieval history of Nepal begins with the Malla dynasty. The first Malla king is Ari Malla 
(1207-1216). The later medieval period or the Malla dynasty of Kathmandu begins when 
King Jayasthiti Malla was in complete control in the valley. The study has aimed at to finding 
out how the kings of the later medieval period had played role in the administrative system 
of the then Nepal. So, this research article is designed to find out the role of king in the entire 
administrative system of Nepal under the later medieval period. It has been known about the 
administration system of Malla from the various sources, that are inscriptions, manuscripts, 
and other literary sources, beside the foreign accounts. On the basis of these sources, it 
has been described about the administrative system of Malla. Malla kings ruled under 
the monarchical system. Kings were all in all countries, and they had all the authority of 
supreme power and controlled their countries by being the commanders in -chief in justices 
and chiefs of the administration of the countries. The king himself handled the leadership of 
war and used to go in far places for it. Kings liked to possess different royal titles, such as 
'Nepaleswor', 'Nepal Mandalesor ', Nepal Pundya Bhumesor', 'Rajrajendra, 'Sakala Sastra 
Sangitadi Vaidhya Parangat', 'Kabindra 'etc. Until arrival of the powerful Gurkhas from 
Gurkhas kingdom, the Malla kings ruled the valley which was cut into four kingdoms –
Bhadgaon, Kathmandu, Patan and Banepa. During the Malla period, the choice of who 
would be king rested with the tribes (Pradhans) who represented the nobility. Monarchy 
was limited and administration was decentralized. Public opinion played a vital in Malla 
administration. Nepal in that time remained politically disunited and weak because of the 
internal conflict between the Malla kings of the valley.
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Introduction 
The history of the Early Malla Period, A. D. 1200 to 1382, depends on records 

scarcely more abundant than those of the 6ransitional period. Thereafter, the records become 
increasingly copious. From the closing years of the fourteenth century on, there are many 
inscriptions on stone, copper, gilt copper, and wood (Slusser, 1982, p. 72). The period of 
Nepalese history between A. D. 1200 and 1769 is usually referred to by the name Malia. This 
name has been widely understood to refer to a new dynasty, probably outsiders, who acceded 
to power in the Kathmandu Valley after the demise of the Thakuri. But we cannot establish 
any probable external source for a people, or a dynasty, by this name. As applied in medieval 
Nepal, malia, like thahiiri, was a title of honor (Slusser, 1982, p. 72).

The medieval history of Nepal begins with the Malla dynasty. The first Malla king 
is Ari Malla Deva (A. D. 1207-1216). He was succeeded by Abhaya Malla, Jaya Deva Malla 
and Jayasimha and Ananta Malla (1279-1307). The Kanaat (or Karnataka) dynasty Chief 
Haisimha Deva was was ruling over Simroungadh in 1324. The kingdom was attacked by 
Ghias-ud-din Tughlak,the Sultan of Delhi, and the independence of the Terain kingdom was 
destroyed(Shrestha, 1984, p. 5).With marital relation king Jayasthiti Malla could completely 
control over the valley. 

So far, many research works in the field of the Lichchhavi and the Malla period 
have been done but especially in the areas of the administrative role of king under later 
medieval period has not been done. About the administration of Malla, the information can 
be obtained from the then inscriptions, hand written scriptures and Thyasaphu. There is a 
research gap in the information and the researcher really seeks to get the information relevant 
to the topic. A few books on the history of ancient Nepal have been written by scholars like 
Jagadish Chandra Regmi and Dilli Raman Regmi. There is a research gap between these 
writers’ books and the researcher has actually tried to find. The researcher has elaborated in 
this paper the actual role of the king in in the area of administration under the later medieval 
period. Therefore, the related journals and periodicals which provide more information that 
is nearby or very close to the topic and desired finding have reviewed. The literature review 
has been done on the basis of the Chronological order.

Khanal (B.S. 2059) has provided about the ancient justice system and the judicial 
system under the Lichchavi and Malla period. It has provided some information about the 
justice system under the Malla period. It has also provided details about the judicial system 
of the Malla period. 

Regmi (2007), has described about a history of the Kingdoms from 1520 A. D. to 
1768 A. D. This part or part 2 of the medieval history of Nepal which deals with the history 
of Nepal as it was then politically divided into two or more sovereign kingdoms for nearly 
250 years until 1768 A. D. The book has described about the kingdom of Kathmandu. He has

listed the name of kings of Kathmandu. The book briefly describes about the judicial reforms 
made by King Pratap Malla. The author has mentioned in the book about the kingdom of Patan 
and the influence of the powerful regents. The author has also described about the kingdom 
of Bhadgaon and its kings. The information remained therein has benefited to develop the 
thesis to the researcher specially in the question of cultural, political, administrative and 
religious role of kings of the later Medieval period of the Kathmandu valley. 

Yadav (B.S. 2072) has focused about the political position of the Kathmandu valley 
before the rise of King Jayasthiti Malla. He, in this book, too has mentioned about the 
reforms made by King Jayasthiti Malla. The book mentions about different Sambats once 
used in Nepal and also Lichchhavi kings and Malla kings of later Medieval period that to 
accomplish the task of the research support to the research.

Khanal (B. S. 2073) provides some information about the justice system of the Malla 
period. The source remained in the book has supported to find out the political, religious, 
cultural and administrative role of kings in Ancient and later Medieval period.

Methodology 
The research is primarily based on doctrinal method of research. Under the doctrinal 

research methodology, the researcher has adopted the historical, comparative, descriptive 
and analytical approaches while analyzing the data.

This research design is a qualitative study. It is a cultural and historical study. Malla 
dynasty of Nepal had been existed in medieval period of Nepal. This dynasty in Nepal is said 
to be the historical dynasty of Nepal because the rule of the Malla is verified by archeological 
source. Therefore, for the successful completion of the study, the researcher has conducted 
observational methodology too. The researcher has collected these archeological sources as 
primary data and the information obtained through using different libraries museums has 
been treated as the secondary data. In later medieval period, the institution of monarchy 
was in political acme, legal and constitutionally supreme. The researcher has used the 
methodology being concentrated in collecting, studying and interpreting contemporary 
literatures, accounts of various Vamshavalis relevant to the topic.

The field survey or field study to observe the inscriptions related to this topic 
will be made. As per the nature of the research, the researcher has used mainly secondary 
data. The existence of full-fledged institution of monarchy in the Malla period has. The 
researcher has made explanatory study too because the researcher has explained the data on 
the basis of description. Different royal palaces of the Kathmandu valley like the palace of 
Hanumandhoka of Kathmandu, palace of Bhaktapur and the palace of Patan are the source 
of observation to the researcher because these palaces reflect the architectural, cultural and 
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administrative system of medieval period. The period was dominated by the powerful roles 
of kings. 

The primary data which have been obtained through the first-hand experience 
have been recorded with utmost importance; the data have been collected by field visit 
and observation also. As per the necessity secondary have been collected and taken their 
support in the research. The secondary data are mainly used to complete this study. The form 
tools of research have been determined on the basis of subject, area, objectives, theoretical 
framework etc. This study has categorized the data on the basis of records, historical and 
analytical study as primary and secondary data. In this study, primary data have played a 
direct role for the conclusion of the major subject of the researcher. The data obtained in 
field study, physical evidences, inscriptions observation and interview fall under the primary 
sources or data. The commentaries, writings, literatures and references have been treated as 
the secondary data. 

Textual Analysis
The textual analysis has been done with the available literatures to explain the tittle 

to draw conclusion. This study has been competed for its textual analysis with following 
sub-heads. 

The General Background of Malla Administration. After the death of Yakshya 
Malla his 6 sons and a daughter’s son Dharma Malla altogether seven had conducted the co-
rule. As there was no provision of diving the power it was virtually an impossible to continue 
the co-rule of seven persons. The son of Yakshya Malla, Ratna Malla was so a clever and 
ambitious he was not very happy of only the co-rule and he upon suppressing the Vaishya 
Feudal declared himself the king of Kantipur in 1484.

While opposing by his elder brother Raya Malla with the joint efforts of his younger 
brothers he separated Lalitpur from the central rule. Thus, due to the internal strife of the 
sons there maintained the three states in the valley. His eldest son Raya Malla was king in 
Bhaktapur, Ratna Malla was in Kantipur, in Lalitpur other brothers became the king. Later 
the Mahapatra of Lalitpur Bishnu Singh declared himself a king of Lalitpur there was end of 
the descents of Yakshya Malla in Lalitpur. Thus, the main responsible person for the division 
of the Valley were the sons of Yakshya Malla. The fault of Yakshya Malla is in this extent 
that he did not make an effort to end the co-reign. Due to the mutual dissention, ambitions, 
mutual interests and lack of foresight of the sons of Yakshya Malla the valley was divided 
into the three parts and these kingdoms became so weak. Later the kings of these kingdoms 
upon fighting to each other due to jealousness, hostility, internal conflict started and that 
caused Prithivi Narayan Shah to conquer the valley. Thus due to task of the lack of the 
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foresight of the sons of Yakshya Malla was the major cause for the end of the Malla rule in 
Nepal (Yadav, B. S. 2072, pp. 37-38). 

We now come to describe the administration, As is natural to feudal conditions 
the king constituted the most important factors in the scheme of things (Regmi, 2007, p. 
432). The ascent and beginning of a certain dynastic rule owed mainly to the decision of 
the swords. But the conquerors from whichever part of the country they happened to enter 
behaved as natives of the soil identifying themselves completely with the ruled. (Regmi, 
2017, p. 432). There was not much administrative responsibility. Even law and order was 
a matter of convenience rather than one of necessity and was preserved not owing to the 
inherent strength of the strength but by a tacit acquiescence of the docile people in the 
divinity of the rulers who always traced their descent from the Sun God and Rama of the 
epics. But court intrigue was rampant, and fortune of the principality and its people rose and 
fell as the tide of the sea but in the most unexpected and inexplicable manner (Regmi, 2007, 
p. 260). 

Although the position of the kings used to the supreme, the task of justice 
administration of the entire kingdom was not possible from a single king. So, to hear the 
case fallen within the various provinces and villages, various officers would be appointed 
in such reason. If anyone is not satisfied of the decision made by the local and provincial 
officers, the aggrieved party could upon making the appeal could shout before the king. To 
the complaints filed before him, the king himself or by the judicial assembly having royal 
preceptor and the Brahmins the decision would be done. Such decision would be made 
remaining under the laws like the religious scriptures and royal charters (Khanal, B. S. 2059, 
p. 82). Such decision would be final and unquestionable.

After being originated the divine power of kings, Malla kings had been omnipotent. 
In this connection, the matter over the ownership over his subjects and state had been vested 
to the king was universally accepted. Under this concept, the kings before the Malla period 
would be addressed with the most honorific addresses like Prabhubahe and Birudha. Kings 
would be the supreme authority on the administrative, judicial and legitimate matters. 
Some of the Malla kings had taken the title of ' Nepaleshowor'. The king was the symbol 
of justice. The kings were the final authority of the judicial and legislative authority. As per 
the necessity, upon taking the consultation of the learned men, the king would enact the 
law and cause to enact the law. The Royal Charter would be regarded as the fundamental or 
paramount law (Khanal, 2007, p. 82). 

As said earlier, kings would hold the responsibility of administration. The kings 
would be omnipotent in the kingdom. They were the ultimate source of justice. The kings 
would appoint persons in high posts of the kingdom. The kings would hold the highest posts 
of army (Upadhyaya, B. S. 2078, p. 260). The monarch was assisted in administration by 
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his near relatives and favorites from amongst the nobility and one of whom always played 
the role of chief minister. About the end of the 17th century on account of the influence 
of the Chaubisis, the Chief Minister came also to be Chautara. There were more persons 
functioning as Ministers who came as Pramana, the title signified investiture of authority for 
the affairs of states (Regmi, 2007, p. 432). 

The monopoly of six Pradhans was another main theme for the fall of the Malla dynasty. 
After the death of King Yognarendra Malla, the political disorders came up everywhere in 
Patan. He did not leave any rightful heirs for throne. Therefore, his daughter Yogmati came in 
front taking her son. But unfortunately, her son also could not live for long. And legitimate sons 
of Yog Narendra Malla were enthroned during this time by taking the power she became all 
in all. Meanwhile, other political disorders had already been out of control in administration. 
Taking advantage for this situation the six Pradhans arose their head in rule. Actually, they 
recognized themselves as kingmakers by taking the whole ruling powers. During their power 
many kings were replaced and enthroned. The king had to rule as per their desire. They 
appointed the kings such Jayaprakash Malla, Ranajeet Malla, and Dalamardan Shah etc. to 
fulfill their needs. This system made deep enmity between two parties: King and Pradhans. 
When King Jayaprakash Malla tried to make revenge on Pradhans they made friendship with 
Gorkha and directly invited king Prithivi Narayan Shah for the rule in Patan. But diplomatic 
king Prithivi Narayan Shah sent his brother his brother Prithivi Narayan Shah sent his brother 
Dalamardan Shah, giving full authority. Till the last moment many kings were being changed 
by Pradhans arbitrarily. These activities could not collect the power and forces, which was very 
essential for the country (Sapkota, 2004, p. 118).

The Role of Chautara and Mahamatya in the Administration of Malla 
Kingdoms. The Chautaras (Premiers) remained powerful in the time of Malla rule, could 
be appointed as the Chief Minister by any of the kings. In the perspective of obeying the 
virtuous deeds and prestige image if shown or proved to be an appropriate the persons would 
be appointed in the post of Chautaras or such higher post equivalent to Premiers as per 
the wishes of the king. In spite of saying so, in the post of Chautara generally the brothers 
or royal collaterals would be appointed. While certifying the appointment of the post of 
Chautara, in a huge ceremony the king upon giving the Tika or Tilak at the forehead as a 
token of best wishes in his head the turban would be worn. Only upon complying with this 
procedure, the person would hold the post of the Chautara lawfully (Khanal, 2017, p. 83). 

When the king was a minor, all rights possessed by the king would be done by the 
Chautara( Regmi, 2017, p. 83). In such situation, the Chautara seems to have been competent 
to perform the judicial functions and duties of the king. In that situation, it would have been 
the duty of the Chautara to carry out judicial functions upon taking approval of the king. 
Primarily, from the administrative viewpoint, although the post of Chautara would have 
been arranged, he would have been directly related with the judicial administration. We do 
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not find any clear information about the power of the Chautara for hearing the cases (Khanal, 
2017, p. 83).

To assist the king in the task of administration, there would be the ministers and 
the chief ministers. In some of the situation, the Chautara would be appointed as the Chief 
Minister (Mahamatya). Under the Mahamatya, there would be ministers and Praman. The 
Mahamatya would be the member of the State Council. In the fourteenth century, as one of 
the most important posts of the ruling system of the Malla period, the post of Mahat was 
arranged. For the first time in the post authority of Mahat was appointed by Jayadharma 
Malla. This post was just below the king. The Mahat would world work as the Chief Minister. 
In this perspective, it is realized that the word to be called in Sanskrit word Mahamantri or 
Mahamatya eventually became Mahat and used in the parallel way. 

Thus during the Malla administration, Chautara remained a very powerful person 
who would conduct the affairs of state in the name of the king. If the king was an infant he 
exercised real powers. Otherwise, he was just the chief executive carrying out the king’s 
orders. The Chautara was not only the head of the civil administration, but he was to lead the 
armed force if circumstances required so (Regmi, 2007, p. 434). 

Amatya, Praman and Gulmi. The Malla kings, for the support of the operation 
of the administration would organize a council of ministers having remained noblemen or 
courtiers. In the reference to giving the members of the council of the minsters by had 
given various naming by the various kings where it is available with that tasks they would 
be addressed. They would also be appointed by the procedure like the Chautara or Mahat. 
The members of the council of ministers would be called Praman whereas in this context 
as a member of the council of ministers eight Praman would be appointed (Khanal, 2017, 
p. 84). Only the powers delegated by the kings, they would exercise. The post of Amatya 
addressed in the beginning period of the Malla period on the basis of being as a dispenser 
of justice whereas they would be directly or indirectly deemed to have been relevant with 
justice administration. 

Mahasamanta and Samanta. In the time of the Malla period, there would be two 
types of feudatories, chief feudatory and feudatory. Some were the feudatories who had taken 
control over some region or part of the geography of the country in the course of division 
of the state and feudatories appointed by the king to operate the administration remaining 
under the central government. Some were the feudatories to run the autonomous rule in the 
disintegrated states who had appeared as so powerful within their own autonomous region. 
They had been remained under the control of the central rule. 

Although the feudatories appointed by the kings used to be the head of their regions 
would obey the direction of the center. In the perspective of the present federal government, 
they remained as the head of federal units would generally exercise all administrative power 
de facto way under their jurisdiction. In other sense, the feudatories appointed by the kings 
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would be the head of the provincial administrator. They had the duty to act in accordance 
with central instruction (Khanal, B.S. 2073, p. 86). 

Patra and Mahapatra. In the time of the Malla Rule, as some of the administrative 
unit, we find that there would be appointed the authority of post like Patra, Maha Patra 
and Pradhan Patra. They would appear as the powerful administrator of then Nepal. In the 
beginning time they had got appointment as one of the governors of the any of the geographical 
region. Afterwards, such appointments were made as a head of the administrative unit 
remained under the subordination of the Malla rule. These persons were appointed because 
they had a wide influence and dignity in the local group of people. Somewhere they had used 
their sovereign power in their administrative units (Khanal, 2017, p. 87).

In the time of king of Patan King Jyotir Malla, the Maha Patras seemed to have 
appeared extremely powerful who had usurped the power of the kings also. The entire 
protection of the kingdoms of Lalitpur was done by them. The Maha Matra of Lalitpur were 
appointed from among the the feudatories (Sapta Kutumba), which was given leadership 
from the three persons who would run the state being like that of the king. Jayasthitir Malla 
too had acknowledged the direct rule of them. While attacking to Bhadgaon under the 
leadership of the Patras of Patan, the king of Bhadgaon upon attacking them had killed 53 
Patras (Petech, 1958, p. 175) and under this perspective the Patra and Mahapatra of there 
were extremely powerful. 

The Maha Patras was like that of the level of the ministers. Like that of the feudatories, 
they were also under the subordination of the central government. The Patras, Maha Patras 
had been authorized to hear the case of their jurisdiction. According to the Italian historian 
Luciano Petech these Maha Patra had been appointed as the judicial officers (Petech, 1958, 
p. 490). Some of the Malla Kings would have given the naming of the Maha Patra as the 
head of the Maha Patra. 

There was the Council of Ministers as one of most important institutions of Malla 
regime. The number of the council of ministers would be generally four to five. From among 
the Pradhans would be appointed as the member of the council of ministers. After the death 
of King Yog Narendra Malla of Patan in B.S 1762, the six Pradhan became powerful. 
Sometimes these Chautara would even dismiss one king and put to the throne the next king. 
This existed till the time when King Prithivi Narayan Shah conquered Patan kingdom on 
Ashwin 24, 1825 B.S. There was district administration too. In pre-medieval time in the 
time of till the reign of king Yakshya Malla, Nepal was divided into many districts. The 
main center of the kingdom was Bhaktapur. The Malla kings would operate administration 
from Bhaktapur. The Samanta or feudatories would operate the administration places like 
Kantipur, Lalitpur, Pharping, Dolakha and Nuwakot. Such Samantas were called Maha Patra 
too (Upadhyaya, B. S. 2078, p. 261). 
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Discussion and Result 
Since the very dawn of the civilization, Nepal had maintained monarchical system 

of governance. King had the supreme position in the governance. In spite of having so, for 
the operation of the day to administration, the king had to take counselling, assistance and 
advices of courtiers. In the time of Lichchhavi, the kingdom of Nepal was undivided but 
coming in time of the Malla, the kingdom of Nepal disintegrated after the demise of King 
Yakshya Malla.

Among the Malla kings, the status of kings Jayasthiti Malla, 
Mahendra Malla, Siddinarsingh Malla, Pratap Malla, Bhupatindra Malla and Jayaprakash 
Malla was specially mentioned with a great illustration. In the nobles or courtiers of Patan 
who were powerful and virtually a kings' maker. The feudal had divided the kingdoms 
into the names of different administrative units, Bhungati, Bisaya and Gram. The king in 
center would appoint Patra, Mahapatra and Pradhan. In the time of King Ptatap Malla many 
administrative reforms were made. His administrative mechanism was simple, strong and 
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pure. So, in the kingdom of Kantipur so many creative works had been accomplished. The 
major object of the Malla administration was to do welfare acts in favor of subjects. In 
Nepal, no monarchy exists and the republican constitutional set up is working in Nepal. The 
system of governance has been changed and the administrative system too has been working 
in line with the federal republican set up. The administrative system of latter Malla period 
has special place in history. It should be widely and thoroughly researched that help to make 
a brief survey of administrative history of Nepal.

To explore more 
about the Indrathan, the most famous deities were stablished i.e. Indra, Indrayani, Basuki, 
and other idols next to the Indra place are privileged to worship Ganesha, Surya, Durga, 
Bhairav, Garuda, and Saligram etc. another important aspect of explore this place is 
mythological significance is found in the Nepal Mahatma of chapter 185 under the snowy 
section of the skanda purana Most of the local people says about indrathan is related with 
indrajatra which is held in Kathmandu valley and another myth about kalu panday.

Introduction
Indradaha has its own cultural importance. It is believed that all the diseases will 

be cured if one takes bath in this pond. There is a myth that "Indra", King of heaven during 
Satya Yuga came here and took bath. On every Bhadra Shukla Purnima Day, a day after 
Indra Jatra celebration in Basantapur, thousands of people visit this place for taking bath in 
this pond.
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For the study of this historical place, data were collected from primary and 
secondary data.  I used to collect data through primary data i.e. Unstructured interview and 
live observation. For the secondary data collection different article, journal and books are 
referred. 

There are many places of mythological, historical and cultural significance in the 
area that can be seen together in the Kathmandu Valley. Tourist places like Indradaha, 
Manakamana Temple, Kalu Pandey’s Mausoleum, Dui Odar in Dahchok are the major 
attractions there. Every year on the full moon day of Bhadrashukla, Indradaha bathing fair 
is held at Indradaha in Dahachok. Thousands of devotees come from far and wide to attend 
the fair.

The word comes from the 
Greek archaia (“ancient things”) and logos (“theory” or “science”).
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In the Satyayuga, it is believed that King Indra of the heavens came and tied an 
elephant in a gold necklace and bathed in Indradaha. On the occasion of Indradaha bathing 
fair on the hill, it is considered to be a wonderful feature to fill Indradaha completely.

Objective of the Study
•	 To explore myths and oral history of Indrathan.

•	 To examine archeological and other historical evidences Vis-à-vis myths and oral history 
of Indrathan.

Methods of the Study
In this study, I have used both primary and secondary sources of data. Among these 

data I basically used the secondary sources through different books. Most of the data are use 
qualitative in nature as I think the primary data collected through un-structures interview 
and observation helped in an in-depth analysis to find out historical evidences of Inndrathan 
Dahachoke. Semi-structured interview also appropriated because such interviews helped me 
to bring the voices of respondents and explores hidden history of Indradaha. In this study 
most of the data were collected from the secondary sources live observation. The secondary 
data are obtained from different related journal articles and publications, reports, census and 
books.

This study is the exploratory and descriptive research design because it aims to 
explore Indrathan as a historic place with archeological evidence. It investigates why 
and how those all god and goddesses were established. Exploratory method would also 
appropriate because the study will try to explore various significances of history with myths. 
The researcher had carefully tried to record all interview and observation events from the 
study area and describe them faithfully as far as possible. 

Study Site

Dahchok belongs to Chandragiri Municipality-1 of Kathmandu District. Dahchok, 
located 5 km northwest of Kalanki in Kathmandu, is considered to be a very beautiful and 
attractive place in terms of natural beauty. There are many places of mythological, historical 
and cultural significance in the area that can be seen together in the Kathmandu Valley. At 
an altitude of 2,370 meters above sea level, Dahchok is just 5 km northwest of Kalanki in 
Kathmandu.

The Government of Nepal has identified 100 places with strong potential for tourism 
and launched a program to develop them as tourist destinations. Under this, the Ministry of 
Culture, Tourism and Civil Aviation has also selected Dahchok in Kathmandu district among 
the 100 new tourist destinations to be promoted.
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Naming Dahchok: There are various opinions regarding Dahchok naming. According 
to one of them, the famous (Pond Pushkarini Kunda) on the hill is called 'Daha' and in Kiranti 
language, the hill is called 'Cho'. It has been renamed as 'Dahchok' due to the 'Chowk' treaty 
with Dah. According to another opinion, Danda is also called 'Cho' in Newari language and 
the deity is also called 'Dyau'. Similarly, in the Dah word of Indradaha, the open space seen 
all around is called 'chok', which means 'dahchok'. According to another view, the place (the 
confluence of the four paths) is the place where the word 'deh' should be added to the word 
'deh chok' and later it should be called 'dahachok'. Its mythological name is honey. Nepal 
is a beautiful land covered with mountains. Dahchok hill is situated between Chandragiri 
and Nagarjuna mountains of Kathmandu district to the west of the capital city Kathmandu, 
which is in the middle of the Mahabharata range. In this peak, there is a beautiful temple 
called Indra Daha, Indasthan, Indra Vasuki etc. It is located at about 27° North latitude and 
850 East longitude at an altitude of about 6000 feet above sea level (Rupakheti, 1993).

Review of The Study
History

Kalu Pandey’s mausoleum in Dahchok is an important historical site. The site is 
located in the highest part of Dahchok above Indradaha. According to legend, Kalu Pandey, 
who was martyred in Prithvinarayan Shah’s first attack on Kirtipur, was buried in a place 
where his head could be seen in Gorkha district till his death. Until a few years ago, it was 
only a mausoleum, but now it is surrounded by fences (Panta, 2002).

Mythological beliefs

Bhute Odar and Janti Odar at Dahchok are the other two important aspects. 
According to ancient legends, in ancient times, it was customary for the locals to bring all 
the utensils needed to do some work in the house of the ghost cave and return it after the 
work was done. In the last few days, the local elders have said that they have stopped giving 
utensils due to their unwillingness to return the utensils, lack of sanitation and so on.

There is also an interesting saying about Janti Odar. According to popular legend, 
in ancient times, a local resident’s house was flooded with water for his daughter’s wedding, 
so the people were taken to the cave and fed. After that, all the stones of the Janti Odar fell 
down and died, so the place like the cave is called Janti Odar.

Nature of Indradaha

This place is located on a high hill. To the west is the bare sloping meadow, to 
the south is the tree-covered hill, and to the northeast is the village of Kotalthok. Seen 
from Thankot, the hills are covered with lush trees. There are tall trees like Sallo, Kafal 
Chop, Mayal, Kalikath, Panipothro, Chilaune, Gurans, Hade Wire, Faltak. In between are 
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the Vasukinag on the west bank around the tank, the stone fountain on the north and the 
two springs on the east side of the water source. Shiva linga is installed in a Deval at a fiery 
angle. The pool is steep. Maulo is buried in the middle. Pati ponds are dying due to lack of 
protection. To the north of it are the tombs of Kalu Pandey and the relay station (tower) of 
the Everest Satellite Earth Station. Maize, millet, sorghum, soybean, barley, zucchini, corn 
etc. are produced in this area (Subedi, 1998). 

Among the fruits in the area are jamir nivuwa, haluwaved, aru, arupakhada, pear, 
apple etc., vegetables include rye, bean, squash, persimmon, lentil etc. Pets include cows, 
oxen, sheep, goats, buffaloes, dogs, cats, etc. Among the wild animals are tiger, leopard, 
fox, deer, bundel etc. Birds include kaliz, titro, dove, saraum, crow, chive, sparrow etc. The 
land is cultivated by digging and plowing. Land is measured in plantations. The following 
herbs can be used as medicine in this area. May haledo, cisno, sindhure, sayapatri, garlic, 
lajjavati, mothe, mula, bhui amla, bhalayo, bojo, bethe, batulpate, bakaino, pakhanbhed, 
parijat, neem, dhaniya, dhaturo, tulsi, titepati, jamune, chutro, chariami Ghuyukumari, 
Ghotatapre, Ghantiful, Gurjo, Gahat, Kera, Kush, Kans, Kofail, Kagti, Karela, Kantakari, 
Mango, Ginger, Asuro, Amla, Dhasingare, Thulo Okhti, Jatamashi, Jai, Gunjara etc. 

The form and glory of the major deities there: Indra, Indrayani, Basuki and other 
idols next to the Indra place are privileged to worship Ganesha, Surya, Durga, Bhairav, 
Garuda and Shaligram. 

Indra: Most of the mantras in the Vedas are about Indra. From these mantras comes 
the knowledge of the form of Indra. He is presented as the chief deity in Brahmakarma, Yajna 
Yajnadi. Indra is actually the Supreme God. He is considered to be the lord of the east and 
the king of the heavens. Not only in Indra, Vedas, Puranas and Sanskrit literature, Brittasura 
was the leader of Assyria, Syria or Shyam. According to the Avesta of Persia, the Aryan race 
in the city of Babylon. In the Mani Rig Veda, Indra is worshiped as the god of space, the god 
of contentment (water) and the goddess Adhisura as the circle to remove the thunderbolt in 
his hand, but Indra is said to have killed him. Sompras is also called Shachipati because he 
likes Sompa and Shachi. Indra rode in a golden chariot drawn by two horses. Vrittasura is 
described in the Rig Veda as a symbol of drought and Indra as a symbol of rain. Lokmanya 
Tilak has described Indra as the sun and Vritta as the monster snow. We also worship Indra 
as the chief deity of the senses. 

Indrayani: Hemadri, Agni Purana, Matsya Purana, calm yellow color with 
thousands of eyes in Saptashati, sitting on an elephant, Bajra and Barad in right hand, Kalash 
and Abhay in Varya arm. In order to develop Kathmandu in a hexagonal manner, Indrayani 
was established on the side of Shobha Bhagwati Pari Vishnumati. There is also Indrayani 
temple in Patan, Bhaktapur. As Indrayani is one of the seven saptamatrikas, Ashtamatras, she 
is worshiped in festivals like Yajna, Yajnadi, marriage, Vratbandha etc. This is considered to 
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be the power of Indra. As Shaktidevi is considered, only the back is made. The east, west, 
north, south direction of the Goddess Shakti is considered to touch the walls of the temple 
and the sky. But people have built temples at Shobhabhagwati Pari and Kankeshwari Varahi. 
Since Indra is in the place of Indra, the temple is necessary. She is worshiped as a goddess 
who cures all diseasesyh .: - Ananta, Vasuki, Padma, Karkat, Kulik, Takshak: Mahapadma 

Basuki: Basuki is considered to be the son of Vasuki Anant. Of these, Vasuki'sThere 
is a lot of importance. It is described in the Vishnu Dharmottara that there should be a white 
color like the moon, bright as a gem, with a winged, blue color with four arms, full-bodied, 
with many gems in the fana, in the middle of the fana, there should be a form-bearing earth in 
the right arm. Below the navel, the body of the snake is above the navel. The Basuki statues 
thus made are found elsewhere in the Archaeological Garden, near Sundhara, Pashupati and. 
It is established in Kumbheshwar. 

Shaligram: - Shaligram is considered as Lord Vishnu. Due to the curse of Brinda, 
the curse of Sheikh Chudki's wife Tulsi, the gift received by Gandaki, etc. in Skancha Purana, 
Bhagwat, Shaligram, etc. When doing shraddha, fasting, charity and prestige, when you get 
close to Shaligram, you get more good fruits. At the time of death, the water of Shaligram 
falls into the mouth of Baikuntha Pad. It is written in the Devi Bhagavat that Vishnu himself 
told Tulsi that the fruit obtained by bathing properly, serving the Guru, studying the Vedas, 
orbiting the earth and worshiping Shaligram is found in all the shrines. If one's body falls 
into Gandaki, part of water becomes Gandaki and part of bone becomes Shaligram. Worship 
of Shaligram, conch and cow like Amla Dana is considered very fruitful at home. Shaligram 
Mahima is described in chapters 40 to 50 of the Himawat section. If the shape of the horse 
is Greve, the shape of lotus and chakra is Narayan, the shape of fish is Vishnu in the form of 
fish, Banamala is the shape of Janai and Kamandalu is the shape of Kapil. Where Shaligram 
is worshiped, Lakshmi Narayan is worshiped. Shaligram is kept in the temple of Indrasthan 
realizing its importance (Amatya, 1997).

Eagle: The eagle is considered to be the representative of Vishnu as it is the vehicle 
of Vishnu. Description in religious books 

Ganesha: The glory of Ganesha is often found. According to the belief that 
worshiping Ganesha at the beginning for good deeds removes obstacles, Ganesha is first 
worshiped and praised. At the beginning of every scripture, Ganapati is praised as Shri 
Ganesha Namah. Ganesh is considered to be the son of Shiva, Parvati. According to the gift 
of Shiva, worship of other deities is considered fruitful only after worshiping Ganesha at the 
beginning of any worship. With this in mind, two idols of Ganesha have been replaced in the 
temples of Indradaha. 
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Bhairav: One of the various forms of Shiva is Bhairav. Bhairav ​​has been worshiped 
since ancient times. On the basis of various distinctions, Bhairav ​​is described as the main 
eightfold form and also of the 64 types of Bhairav. Akash Bhairav ​​is specially worshiped 
at Indrachowk during the Indra Jatra to atone for his mistreatment of Indra. That is why 
Bhairav ​​has been replaced in Indrasthan.

Durga:  The glory of Durga is so unparalleled that her statement is full of Puranas. 
Goddess Durga, the climax of the bird world, is worshiped as Shakti Devi. The major moon 
of the Hindus is spent in their glory and praise throughout the decade. 

Myth: Its mythological significance is found in the Nepal Mahatma of Chapter 185 
under the Snowy section of the Skandha Purana. The legend of Indra Daha is related to the 
following story related to Indra.

(a) Influence of Mahamaya Devi: - Indra was once afflicted with a secret disease, 
so Nahus ruled in heaven. Nahup cast an evil eye on Indrayani. Indrayani worshiped 
Mahamaya Devi on the advice of Jupiter and Indra bathed in Indra Daha Kunda on the 
advice of Mahamaya Devi. The genital disease was cured. As Bhadrashukla falls on the full 
moon that day, it is customary to bathe there on the same day. It is said that Indra became 
angry because he took a bath. 

(b) Indra's Atonement: - After hearing the statement of Gautam's wife Ahalya from 
Narad, Indra went to Ahalya. She was picking flowers. Indra remained fascinated and 
remained invisible. In the morning, in the fourth watch of the night, sage Gautam went to 
Padhera for bathing. Indra took the form of Gautam and went to Ahalya and expressed his 
desire to have sex. Even though Ahalya found it difficult to believe, Indra forced Gautan 
to disguise himself. When Gautam came back from the bath, he found out everything. He 
cursed Ahalya for being stoned and cursed Indra for filling his vagina with a thousand vaginas 
as he was addicted to vagina. Ahalya apologized but the sage said that he would be saved 
after being touched by Rama in Tretayuga. Indra performed penance at the confluence of 
Indramati and Rudramati at the foot of Kunja mountain for salvation. Indrashwar Mahadev 
of Panauti originated. Padmavati Ganga was born. The vagina all over Indra's body was 
destroyed, but the evil eye on the forehead of the Guru's wife remained unchanged even if 
he did something. Then Indra, overwhelmed with shame, fear and remorse, came to Indra 
Daham, bathed and did penance. Then all his sins were forgiven. Since Bhadrashukla is a 
full moon on that day, bathing has been practiced there ever since. As Indra took a bath, the 
name of the tank was changed to Indra Daha. 

(c) Parijat not found in heaven - According to another saying Indra came to the 
valley to get flowers for worshiping Indra's mother Bat Vasi.Unknowingly tied and kept. 
When Indra did not return, Indramata came weeping and took the dead soul to heaven for a 
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year and sent the fog and mist to cook wheat and paddy. Then the people recognized Indra 
and gave him a warm welcome and apologized. Indra went to heaven after taking the souls 
who had gone to heaven with Indra to Indradaha of Dahchok. There, the stranded souls were 
scattered and jumped into the pool and were liberated. Since Indra is used to go to heaven, 
this hill is still pronounced as Swagang Swapan (Fear of going to heaven) in religious deeds. 
Today, on the day of Bhadrashukla Chartudashi in the Upatyaka, following the same person 
as Indra's mother, following the person wearing a mask and following him, and the next day 
on the full moon day, go to Indra Daham and bathe in Indra Daham. Is worshiped. Especially 
in some Newari societies, bathing is considered mandatory in the year of death of one's 
family. It is called Dangijane.: 

(D) Indra's Pashupati Darshan Indra Pashupati's visit to the nymph dance song 
"Nandi did not let him go as Shiva was having intercourse with the team. Then Shiva got 
angry and gave the gift of Shivakalpa and Indra went to heaven with honey. Then the anger 
accumulated in the ocean. It is said in Uttarakhand of Padma Purana. He made various 
pilgrimages in Gosaikunda by piercing the trisul and creating water and sleeping in the 
water.

(E) Indra Dhwaja: Indra Dhwaja is also very important in this context. Defeated 
by the demon, Indra went to Vishnu along with other deities. Vishnu gave a flag and sent 
it saying that victory would be achieved by going to war with this flag. Without saying a 
word, Indra defeated the monster. Basu gave the flag to King Uparichar Basu of Chedidesh. 
Basu worshiped the flag on the ground every year. The kings of other lands followed suit. 
Even today in the valley, the rainbow flag is worshiped to commemorate this process. The 
symbols of Ashtamangal, Shrivatsa, lotus, flag, urn, rice, fish, twin, umbrella, moon and sun 
emblem of the right conch are decorated in the temple symbols of Hindu religion and nation. 
The decoration of the rainbow flag is described in Bhavishya Purana. The melodious tree of 
Sallaghari, called Yosingu of the canal, is worshiped and sacrificed, and the queen is brought 
to the side of the pond. Wrapped in a red cloth, the bell, the chamar, the fan hanging, the 
fragrant flowers of the bel leave, the white umbrella at the top, decorated with the substance, 
the whole penis is divided into several pools, and the colorful flags are sewn with white 
sandalwood and red vermilion. Indrajatra is believed to have started after Manandhar hoisted 
the Indra flag according to the religious method of the day. The Indra flag is described in 
Shaktiballabh Bhattacharya's book 'Indra Dhwajotsav'. This lingo was first buried near 
Atkonarayan place and has been buried in front of Hanumandhoka Durbar since the time of 
Pratap Singh. 

(F) Kathmandu Indra Jatra and Kumari Jatra: Every year from Bhadra Shukla 
Dwadashi to Ashwin Krishna IV, Indra Jatra is celebrated for eight days. On this occasion, 
Akash Bhairav, Mahakali, Dashavatar, Halchowk Bhairav ​​Yatra and dance, comedy, elephant 
dance (pulukisipyankh), Savabhakku dance, Lakhe dance and other competitions are held.
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Devraj Indra made Mahadev happy and got the gift of Tulja Bhavani's mantra, tantra, 
yantra. Indrajith took him to Lanka, Rama brought him from Lanka to Ayodhya and kept him 
in the river Saryu before he died. Nalaraja started worshiping from Saryuwat. He also put 
himself in the Saryu river before he died. After that, Pururava, Alak, etc., accordingly, kept it 
in the river Saryu during the time of withdrawal, worship and death. King Nanyadeva of the 
same dynasty was told by the same goddess in a dream, "I am the Iptadevi of your ancestors. 
I am under water in Saryu. Harisingh Dev of the same dynasty died on the way to Bhaktapur. 
Ratna Malla brought Tulja to Bhaktapur and Kathmandu. After doing so, Tulja said in a 
dream, "I will be born as a virgin as Banda's daughter" and you will see my vision. At that 
time, especially in Akash Bhairav's Indrachowk, worship is brought out of the window at 
midnight and is performed magnificently on a specially decorated scaffolding. Bhairav ​​is 
considered to be a form of Shiva. Yalambar, who went to watch the battle of Mahabharata, is 
said to have watched the battle from the sky after being cut by Krishna and to have settled in 
Indrachowk after the battle. Akash Bhairav ​​is worshiped by the Newars as Ajudyo (ancestral 
deity). Bhairav ​​is worshiped as an atonement for the mistreatment of Indra. Indrajatra is 
believed to have started from the time of Gunakamdev.

Historical and Archaeological Objects: 

Inscriptions - Based on the word Indra Gosthi used in the inscriptions of Lele and 
Castle Licchavi period, it can be said that Indra Jatra associated with the revered deity 
Indra in the Vedic period may have taken place in one form or another. "Indra Mah" is also 
one of the moon char honey celebrated in India during the Gupta period. This festival has 
been celebrated with joy for a week since ancient times. B.S. In 477, King Shankardev 
built a palace called Indragriha (now Yagal?) On the north side of Dakshakoligram. (The 
corresponding part of the inscription is in the appendix.) In the inscription of Ltd. (5) 57 (AD 
690) near Pati of Narayantol in Thankot, King Bhimarjun Dev's assistant It is mentioned 
in the inscription that the tax levied on textile production will be waived in the future to 
stop Baraju's work. A 14 x 11-inch inscription in Devanagari script, a Sanskrit language 
of the Ganesh idol in Gahro, states that in 1756, Narayandas and his wife Annapurna had 
a reputation for the welfare of their family. And in the inscription written in the script, it 
is written in the appendix that the temple was established on this day of 852 Bhadra Sudi 
Chartudashi Ghanishta Nakshatra Shu Yoga.Considering this, it belongs to Nepal, adding 
937 to it. 1789. This temple appears to have been built 33 years after the construction of the 
temple on the south side (Vajracharya, 1996). 

Indra Daha: - East high west length 14 m. And north-south width 12 m. In the middle 
of the stairway made of stone, there is a pond, a pond, a pond, etc. called Indra Daha. It 
is found in the Puranas as honey and the river which flows out of it, is called Shadipti 
(Indramati). Indra is called Indradaha because of his bathing, and bathing here is said to 
destroy inexhaustible sins and to take the dead souls to heaven. Even in the dry season like 
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in the middle of this tank, one handful of water comes out and Rudrihom and others are 
worshiped while asking for water from this water. It is believed that there is an Ashtanag in 
that tank. 

Basuki place: - Basuki place Basukinag with seven fangs is established on the west 
side of the tank. The relationship between Indra and Basuki established and worshiped here 
with Indra is the subject of research. 

Stone stream: - There is a stone stream and water source in the north corner of 
Basuki place. This is the water that fills the tank.

Temples: - There are two temples on the east side of the pond. Indra and Indrayani 
temples Temple north of Vasuki: - 321 cm. Of square 60 cm. The height above the high post 
is 152 cm. And width 143 cm. Height 14 feet. There is a 5-inch-high stone temple with a 
sloping roof. The temple has two artisanal roofs on top of the four artistic pillars. Closed at 
the back of the west-facing temple, there is an idol of Indra, Indrayani. The temple appears to 
be facing south. In this temple, the idol of Indra sitting on the Airavat elephant is 78 cm. Tall 
and 69 cm. Is wide The idol of Indrayani here has been blown up? 27 cm to the right of this 
statue. Tall and 26 cm. Wide Ganesh and 28 cm to the left. Tall and 19 cm. There is a statue 
of a wide eagle. There is a big stone here which is worshiped by some as Shaligram and 
some as Bhimsen. One bell is hung on the pillar of this temple. In which it has been written 
that on the 2nd day of the month of Falgun, 2009, on the 2nd day of the month, one will get 
the misery by stealing the hour offered by the wise Ale to Indravasuki (Mishra).

Temple on the south side: 4 m. Of Vagankar and 60s. I 183 from the top post. I 
There is a 22-foot-high, west-facing, three-storied stone-roofed gajur temple with a beautiful 
marble. Apart from the west gate of this temple, there is a closed door shape in the north-east 
and south and Kirti Mukh Bhairav ​​is installed on all the doors. There is a statue of Ganesha 
in the window of the closed door on the south side and an inscription on the right side. In 
the sanctum sanctorum of this temple, on the right side, there is an idol of Indra with Abhay 
Mudra on the right hand and Bajra on the left hand. This statue is 76 c. I Tall and 53 cm. Is 
wide On the left, the idol of Indrayani is associated with Indra in the left hand Abhay and 
the right hand Varad mudra. This idol is shaped like Indra. As the idol with Indra Indrayani 
cannot be found anywhere else, its importance has increased.

Conclusion
“A study on myths and history of Indrathan Dahachowk”. This place has its own 

value including different myths and settled pattern of local people from the ancient era. 
To explore more about the Indrathan, the most famous deities were stablished i.e. Indra, 
Indrayani, Basuki, and other idols next to the Indra place are privileged to worship Ganesha, 
Surya, Durga, Bhairav, Garuda, and Saligram etc. another important aspect of explore this 
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place is mythological significance is found in the Nepal Mahatma of chapter 185 under the 
snowy section of the skanda purana Most of the local people says about indrathan is related 
with indrajatra which is held in Kathmandu valley and another myth about kalu panday. 
During the unification of Nepal Prithivi Narayan Sahaha take help of Kalu pandey as army 
leader and we can see the statue of kalu pandey in top of Indrathan, from where we can have 
observed different district such as Dhading, Nuwakot, Kathmandu, Lalitpur and Bhaktapur.

Historical research offers an essential context for understanding our modern society. 
It can inform global concepts, such as foreign policy development or international relations. 
The study of historical events can help leaders make informed decisions that impact society, 
culture, and the economy.

The form and glory of the major deities there: Indra, Indrayani, Basuki and other 
idols next to the Indra place are privileged to worship Ganesha, Surya, Durga, Bhairav, 
Garuda and Shaligram. 

During the unification of Nepal, the tomb of the heroic warrior Kazi Kalu Pandey 
was located in Dahchok, which has further enhanced its dignity. Poothvinarayan Shah used 
that place as his first choice to conquer Kathmandu. As a direct proof of this, forts can be 
seen in various places. Another important aspect of Dahchok is the Manakamana temple. 
Prithvinarayan Shah had built a temple in Manakamana Mai of Gorkha district to gain power 
for the conquest of the valley. The worship system of the Kot Ghar in the temple dates back 
to the time of Prithvinarayan Shah, which continues to this day.

Bhute Odar and Janti Odar at Dahchok are the other two important aspects. 
According to ancient legends, in ancient times, it was customary for the locals to bring all 
the utensils needed to do some work in the house of the ghost cave and return it after the 
work was done. In the last few days, the local elders have said that they have stopped giving 
utensils due to their unwillingness to return the utensils, lack of sanitation and so on.
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Abstract
This paper makes an attempt to examine prospects of cultural tourism of Bhaleswor 

Mahadev in Chandragiri area of Kathmandu by applying cultural heritage studies 
perspectives. It is a cultural study of completely qualitative nature. Throughout the world, 
the tourism industry has been an economic generator including conserving the heritage 
sites. The study area is Chandragiri municipality - 4 and the major historical and religious 
sites in the foothill of Mahabharat hill range of Chandragiri. Bhaleswor Mahadev temple 
is situated on the top of the Chandragiri hill in the southwest of Kathmandu valley in 13 
km. The shape of the hill looks like a Bhale (rooster) and Nilkantha Mahadev stayed in this 
hill for some time and at that time heard the sound of rooster so this Mahadev is called 
Bhaleswor Mahadev. Due to this temple, pilgrims and tourists are increasing day by day to 
go to Chandragiri hill through cable car. Bhaleswor Mahadev temple and Chandragiri cable 
car add more benefit in promotion of cultural tourism of Chandragiri area. One can easily go 
to worship Bhaleswor Mahadev through cable car within twelve minutes. One can observe 
spectacular view of the Himalayan range of Annapurna range, Langtang range, Everest 
and other mountains like Cho Oyu, Gaurisankhar etc from the top of the hill. Chandragiri 
cable car is the second commercial cable car of Nepal. Chandragiri area is very important 
from historical, cultural and archaeological point of view. The other major historical and 
religious sites of Chandragiri area in the foothill of Mahabharat hill range are Mahalaxmi 
Temple, Chandanvarateswor Mahadev, Matatirtha and Machchhe Narayan. These sites give 
more importance in the development of cultural tourism of Chandragiri area. Despite these 
studies, there is still hardly found scholarship of cultural tourism prospects of Bhaleswor 
Mahadev in Chandragiri area, Kathmandu. Therefore, this paper aims to address the gap of 
cultural tourism of Chandragiri area.
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Introduction
This study explores and analyzes cultural tourism prospects of Bhaleswor Mahadev 

in Chandragiri area of Kathmandu by applying cultural heritage studies perspectives. 
‘Chandragiri’ literary means the hill with a forest of sandalwood (chandan). This hill under 
the Mahabharat hill range was called Chandragiri after Chandanagiri. (Himbat Khanda, 140 
Slok 13) Chandragiri city was known as Shonitpur and was named by king Vanasur during 
the Dwapara era. Historical Shonitpur town was named Shitatidranga during the Lichchavi 
period. Tejprakash Shrestha wrote on his book that the same Suprabhanagari – Shonitpur 
-- Shitatidranga has now been named Chandragiri city. (Nepal Mahatmya, Adhyaya 9 Slok 
17). Chandragiri area consists of various important historical and cultural sites such as 
Bhaleswor Mahadev, Mahalaxmi Temple, Chandanvarateswor Mahadev, Matatirtha and 
Machchhegaon. These historical and religious sites hold immense possibility to develop 
cultural tourism and enhance economical status of the area. In doing so, researcher have 
used the critical insight envisioned by Hyung Yun is “Theory of Heritage Tourism” and 
Lev Vygotsky is “Theory of Social Constructivism” as theoretical parameters to analyze the 
study area. The researcher has scarcely found any profound research on this topic. Due to 
that hardly few promotion of Bhaleswor Mahadev of Chandragiri area in cultural tourism 
prospects so that this research will fulfill the research gap.

During Dwapur Yuga, King Mahendradaman built this beautiful city for his sister 
Prabhavati. After Demon King got blessings from Pashupatinath, he built this a golden city 
so the name was changed to Sonitpur. Historical Shonitpur town was named Shitatidranga 
during the Lichchavi period which was the administrative territory of the Abhir Guptas. 
This area was very important as Gopal and Abhir Gupta entered the valley from this side. 
It managed to gain historical fame while maintaining its identity with the same name. 
Nowadays Chandragiri area is one of the most popular spot in Nepal due to its great mix 
of cultural, historical, natural beauty and excitement. There are many temples, shrines, 
monasteries with precious treasures of religion, culture and cultural importance within the 
settlements which are clustered separately with ancient historical and unique values. Newar, 
the hands of skilled craftspeople are abundant in the community.

Bhaleswor Mahadev is located in the southwest of Kathmandu valley 13 km far 
from Tripureswor. It is situated on the top of the Chandragiri hill in Chandragiri ward - 4. 
Its religious significance attracts both tourists and pilgrims. On the way, there are many 
restaurants, bars, amusement parks, adventure sports as well as can enjoy the peaceful 
atmosphere. On the nice weather day, one can observe the beautiful Himalayan range of 
Annapurna range, Langtang range, Everest and other mountains like Cho Oyu, Gaurisankhar 
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etc from the top of the hill. Chandragiri Hills is a well-known place to visit in Nepal. Its 
features draw people in. 

The cable car history in Nepal started from 1998 November 24. The first commercial 
cable car is Manakamana Cable Car of Kurintar. The second cable car in Nepal is Chandragiri 
cable car started from 2016 AD. It starts at the base station in Thankot and takes passengers 
to the top of Chandragiri hill of 2551 meters high. 

Other historical, religious and cultural sites on the foothill of Chandragiri hill are as 
follows: 

Mahalaxmi temple is located in Thankot, Chandragiri - 4. This place is also 
important for those who want to study history as there are inscriptions of Licchavi period and 
medieval period. The major temples here are Mahalaxmi Temple and Adinarayan Temple. 
There is a lot of movement of people in this area due to the important temples, Patipauwa, 
Dhungedhara. Similarly it is found that Basantadev’s Lichhavi period inscription of Sambat 
428. Mahalaxmi Temple is a two storied style Malla period temple. There are stone benches 
inside this temple. In addition to worshipping the formless rocks as Goddess Mahalaxmi, 
Sindoor Jatra is also performed in the month of November. There are Mallakalin inscriptions 
around this temple. Also, inside the temple premises, human statues of devotees are carved 
in Namaskar pose. Similarly, the glass carved behind the statue and the signs of Srivats are 
different from other places. A lot of domestic religious pilgrims visit in this temple.

Chandanvarateswor Mahadev temple is situated in Chandragiri M.C. - 6. This 
includes in 64 Jyotirlinga. Once in the ancient times, Lord Shiva came to visit this place 
with Goddess Parvati. Jyotirlinga originated when Shiva Parvati enjoyed playing sports in 
this beautiful land having Navadhara. Lord Shiva told the glory of fulfilling wishes of even 
Brahma, Bishnu and Indra to Parvati and he disappeared. Goddess Parvati stayed in this 
beautiful place for thousands of years and worshipped everyday by taking bath in Navadhara 
and applying chandan (sandalwood) to Shivalinga. Therefore, the name of this Shivalinga is 
Chandanvarateswor. (Himbat Khanda,  p. 947) This area name is Mahadevsthan.

Matatirtha is located in Chandragiri - 8. It is 1 km from Gurujudhara on the south 
side of the Chandragiri municipality. It is believed that if one bathes in 10 streams and 
worships Mahadev, then 10 streams poured with the milk fed by the mother will be paid. It 
is said that the shadow of the deceased mother can be seen in this pond. (Khadka P.B. 2069 
BS, p. 131) Matatirtha Aunsi is a day-long festival in Nepal. This day is celebrated to honor 
mothers and motherhood. On this day, people offer sweets, clothes and other gift items to 
their mothers. According to Hindu tradition, the festival is celebrated on the new moon that 
falls in the month of Baisakh as per the lunar calendar. Matatirtha Pond is a pilgrimage site 
on the western outskirts of Kathmandu visited to remember deceased mothers. It is believed 
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that those who take a holy bath in Matatirtha and offer tarpan on that day help his/her mother 
reach salvation and bring prosperity to the family. (Rijal, R. 2080 B.S.)

Machchhegaon is situated in Chandragiri M.C. - 9. This is a magnificent place from 
religious and cultural tourism point of view. From religious point of view, Matsya Avatar is 
considered to be the first Avatar of Narayan. The Machchhegaon area is called Machchhe 
Narayan because it is the place where Matsya Avatar was assumed. In every leap year, one 
month more comes out. This longer time or month is called Adikmas or Purushottammas or 
Malamas. A grand Mela is held in this area for a month during this period. In Dwapara Yug, 
Lord Krishna stayed in this place and palace was built in Matatirtha. The Gwalas (cowherds) 
who came with Krishna came to this place. This is proof that residents of Gopali caste still 
can be found. Local people say that Machchhe Narayan is the first pilgrimage site in the 
world located in the lap of Chandragiri Hill range. (Poudel J, 2080 BS. p-38) This is one of 
the important and sacred places in Chandragiri Municipality.

Statement of the Problem
To the best of my knowledge, I hardly can find only few studies of Bhaleswor 

Mahadev and cultural tourism prospects of Chandragiri area.

Research Questions
Literature review has created the gap that’s why research need to be carried out, 

which has made discussion on the statement of the problem. Without the research question 
it is difficult to conduct the research. Research question provide the way to researcher about 
the study. The following are the research questions about this research:

What is the history and origination of Bhaleswor Mahadev of Chandragiri area?

How does Bhaleswor Mahadev add cultural tourism prospects of Chandragiri area?

Objectives of the Study
This study is done to fulfill certain objective of the problem. Objective helps to 

create the direction for the study without the objective of the study it will be difficult for 
researcher to carry the research. Objective of this study are as follow:

To explore the history and origination of Bhaleswor Mahadev.

To analyze the cultural tourism prospects of Chandragiri area.

Methodology
This study explores and analyzes cultural tourism prospects of Bhaleswor Mahadev 

in Chandragiri hill of Kathmandu valley. The researcher is grown up in this area and gets the 
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opportunity to see the big changes. It is a cultural study of completely qualitative nature. It 
is considered that the research work focused on heritage exploration should be qualitative in 
nature. Most of the facts have been recorded by direct observation in this area was completed 
on 08 Dec, 2023. The facts related to the history, origination and importance of Bhaleswor 
Mahadev temple in the cultural tourism of this area were collected by asking open questions 
to the subject experts. Jatra, beliefs, worship tradition, culture tourism potentialities have 
been collected through of total 6 informants including culture expert were interviewed in 
the nature of asking open ended questions. Apart from these previously published books, 
journals and articles, which are considered as secondary sources. In this way, the study 
work has been completed by explaining the analysis of reliable facts and presenting them 
in descriptive style. The delimitation of this research only takes place in 4, 6, 8 & 9 ward of 
Chandragiri M.C. Research takes place in Bhaleswor Mahadev and coming down mostly in 
foothill of Mahabharat hill range of Chandragiri.

Findings and Discussions
There is a story of Bhaleswor Mahadev. Nemuni said Sati Devi died because of 

her father Daksha Prajapati’s anger. Lord Mahadev carried her dead body on his back and 
started to wander across the world in rage. At that time, her Bhala (forehead) fell from her 
body at the peak of the hill and originated Linga over there. This is the place where there 
are two Rivers Lilawati and Roshi nearby. (Himbat Khanda, p. 780) That is why its name 
is Bhaleshwar Mahadev. This story is also mentioned in Swasthani story. This Mahadev 
includes in 64 Jyorti Linga. The forehead fell down place is in Gandharva Tirtha, Panauti 
Municipality. There is a temple of Kirat period. The stone inscriptions, inscriptions on the 
bell, the story of Bhaleswor Linga, the locations of rivers of Panauti give the evidence of 
forehead fell of Satidevi and originated Linga is in Panauti Municipality.

Bhaleswor Mahadev of Chandragiri does not include in 64 Jyorti Linga. The story of 
forehead fell down from dead Satidevi’s body is not in Chandragiri hill. People from hillside 
called Bhaleswor, Newar called Gangochu and Tamang called Ghangachu for this place. All 
these names are related to Bhale (rooster). The top of Chandragri hill looks like a shape of a 
rooster. The story is after Samundra Manthan, Mahadev took poison and became Nilkanda 
Mahadev and at that time Mahadev crossed the top of Chandragiri hill and stayed there for 
some time and at that time there was sound of a rooster crowing so then this hill is started to 
call Bhaleswor Mahadev. (Rijal R. Interview) So this place is connected to Mahadev. 

At the time of Mahabharat, five Pandavas crossed this place and Yakshya (lord of 
jungle) asked questions to eldest brother Yudhistir. This place is related to Yakchhya so this 
place is also called Yakchhayswor Mahadev. (Shrestha, S. Interview) There is Yakshyaswor 
Mahadev temple and Ghat near Naghdhunhga, Thankot. There is a tradition if this Chandragiri 
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area is very dry for a long time, local people go to worship Bhaleswor Mahadev for the sake 
of rain. (Khadka, S.B. Interview) 

There is a Jatra occurred in Falgun Purnima. People from Indreswor area of Thaha 
Municipality come here to observe this Jatra. Different groups of Jakri, Lakhe participate in 
this Jatra. 

The hill on which the temple is situated is related to the unification of Nepal 
campaign. On his way back to Gorkha from his in-laws in Makwanpur, Prithvi Narayan 
Shah had planned to make Kathmandu Valley the capital of a unified Nepal for the first time 
from Chandragiri hill. 

Cultural Tourism Prospects of Chandragiri Area
Chandanvarateswor Mahadev is one of the historical Shiva Linga in Kathmandu 

included in 64 Jyorti Linga. It is believed that one’s wishes will be fulfilled after worshipping 
this Mahadev. Vasa Bansabali and from other different sources, Gopals and Mahispals are 
the first and second dynasties of Kathmandu. Then after started Kirat dynasty. Matatirtha 
is considered as the capital of Kirat dyansty. The residence of Gwalas, the first Bagmati 
civilization, the abode of sages, Matatirtha is considered to be rare in the heavenly world. 
There is no place of pilgrimage or historical and cultural place in the world to worship 
and remember the mother. The Balambu’s inscription B.S. 762 mentions that the ashram 
of Gautam Muni was also in Chandragiri. Machchhe Narayan is famous religious place in 
Chandragiri. A grand Mela is held in this area for a month during leap year. It is said that this 
is the first pilgrimage site in the world. 

The six vital components of tourism system are Attraction, Accessibility, 
Accommodation, Amenities, Activities and Affordability. These six vital components of 
tourism are fulfilled in Chandragiri hill. In attraction, there are cable car, view of amazing 
Himalayas, beautiful landscape etc. In accessibility, just 13 km from Kathmandu and 12 
minutes cable car ride can arrive Bhaleswor Mahadev. In amenities, there are beautiful hotel, 
restaurants, seminar halls etc. In activities, there are pony ride, cycling, indoor and outdoor 
games, fun park for children, hiking program etc. In affordability, high level to economy 
level of accommodation, restaurants from base station to top of the hill.

Conclusions
In Ancient times Chandragiri is the major gateway to enter into the capital of Nepal. 

This area is also rich in flora and fauna. One can find different species of birds and butterflies 
over here. There are 23 public forests in this area. There are precious temples, shrines, 
monasteries, Dhungedhara etc in this area, this area is also rich in Jatra like Sindoor Jatra 
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observed in Balambu, Balagaon and Thankot as well as Sat Gaule Jatra (seven villages Jatra) 
observed in Satungal, Bhosigaon, Tapkhya, Lhokot, Bhanthok, Macchegaon and Kirtipur.

This land would have become more famous if the pilgrims/tourists will exchange 
their feelings with the nature and culture of this historical and religious place by doing 
effective management works. The six vital components of tourism system are Attraction, 
Accessibility, Accommodation, Amenities, Activities and Affordability. All these components 
are fulfilled in Bhaleswor Mahadev of Chandragri hill. Therefore tourism can be of great 
importance to the people of Chandragiri both economically and culturally. Chandragiri area 
is very rich in nature and culture. Chandragiri can be one of the major attractions for both 
domestic and foreign tourists. Although most of the religious and cultural sites have not 
been exposed to the foreign tourists, travel agencies, tour operators, all these sites can be 
promoted along with Bhaleswor Mahadev and Chandragiri cable car.

These historical and religious sites hold immense possibility to develop cultural 
tourism and enhance economic status of the area. If the government and local stakeholders 
can manage properly, this area will be developed as cultural tourism hub of Nepal. 

Recommendations
There are very old artifacts and archaeological sites in Chandragiri area. The artistry 

here has not been properly accounted for. Likewise, most of the archaeological and artifacts 
of this area where the earliest sources of Nepal’s history are found are in a state of decay and 
destruction. It is necessary to find, archive, protect and promote them to promote the cultural 
tourism of Chandragiri area. It is necessary to open one museum in Chandragiri.
